Karen Lee was our featured presenter at the April 26 meeting. For the first time, Afterprom is moving off school grounds and will be held this year at the AFI Silver Theater in downtown Silver Spring, immediately following prom on May 21. Karen laid out the process by which the decision to relocate Afterprom was made. She also went point by point through the event, including access, parking, food, activities and security.
