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On Wed., March 11, Eliot
Applestein, an independ-
ent college admissions
consultant, spoke at Blake
High School, to explain
the current trends in col-
lege admissions and ex-
plore many of the factors
involved in the often
daunting admissions proc-
ess.

Applestein began by citing
the current college admis-
sions environment, where
it often appears that quali-
fied students are not get-
ting accepted to the school
of their choice and that the
glut of applications flood-
ing schools have a reduced
number of slots available.

He explained that there are .

more highly qualified stu-
dents graduating, that
there are truly fewer slots
available due to lack of
growth at many institu-
tions, that colleges some-
times seek out interna-
tional stu-
dents who
are more
likely to pay
full tuition,
and that the
online
“common
application”
makes it
easier for applicants to
apply to more schools.
When students are wait-
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listed, only 1 in 5 is even-
tually admitted.

A helpful part of the lec-
ture involved a detailed
explanation of the differ-
ent types of admissions:
Regular Decision-
appllcatlons are often
due by Jan.1, notifica-
tion by April and deci-
sion needed by May,
Early Decision- prefer-
ence in admission, but
must commit to attend,
Early Action— apply by
Nov. 1 or 15, decision
by early December,
non-binding,

Early Action-Single
Choice— can't apply
with Early Action or
Early Decision to any
other schools,

Early Decision 2-
same as the other Early
Decision, but dates are a
little later,

Rolling Decision- first
come, first served until
freshman class is filled.

Applestein explained that
some schools admit up to
49% of students in Early
Decision programs,
thereby leaving
fewer slots

option if they have visited
the school and sat in on at
least one class.

Applestein covered what
he’s sees as the the 10
variables for admission, in
order of importance:

1. The classes taken
(more challenging is bet-
ter)

2. Grades (unweighted)
3. SAT (or other stan-
dardized test)

4. Activities

5. Community service
6. Work, or out of
school experiences

7. A well-written essay
8. Letters of recommen-
dation

9. Special thanks from
an adult

10. Anything that makes
the student stand out, in-
cluding a demonstrated
interest in the school.

Applestein’s advice was
that students not base
their self esteem on only
one school; it's more im-
portant what you do when
you're there than where
you go.

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Copies of this issue of
Quantum Quest were
made by “Alan’s Ex-
press,” a small business
owned by Alan Wilson
providing mailing and
copy services at an af-
fordable price.

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It was early on a cold
Saturday morning at Ein-
stein, but the school park-
ing lot bustled like a ship-
yard. There was a fleet of
trucks — tractor trailers,
box trucks and assorted
pick-ups. A fork lift shut-
tled amid a throng of
adults and students. And
everywhere there were
stacks of shrink-wrapped
pallets of shredded hard-
wood mulch. It was
March 21 -- delivery day
for the AEHS Boosters’
mulch sale.

In the midst of a reces-
sion, the Einstein com-
munity responded to the
sale with record-setting
orders. The marketing
campaign to sell mulch
and benefit the school’s
athletic teams began in
February, but the initial
tepid response to mail-
ings, online ordering, and
announcements seemed
to reflect the sour econ-
omy. Orders accelerated
in the final days of the
sale, and coordinator
Thomas Giblin extended
the March 14 deadline to
take advantage of the
surge. The telephone
calls, emails, and order
slips kept coming. He
continued to take orders
even as he finalized num-
bers with the Pennsyl-
vania mulch supplier.

When March 21 arrived,
the Boosters had total

orders for 4,437 bags, a
jump of 571 bags over
last year and more than
200 above the previous
record set in 2007. Repeat
customers dominated, but
about 40 percent of or-
ders came from new cus-
tomers. Curbside deliver-
ies accounted for nearly
90 percent of the total,
with pick up in the school
parking lot accounting for
the remainder.

“We weren’t sure how
the sale would fare, given
the state of the economy,”
said Giblin, who as
Booster VPt took on the
coordinator job from
longtime veteran Gordie
Brenne. “The community
responded very gener-
ously. We are happy and
grateful, and we know
Einstein athletics will
benefit.”

Getting all that mulch
delivered to customers
was a logistical operation
involving routes and
maps that took over the
Giblins’ dining room ta-
ble. Einstein coaches re-
cruited a record 98 stu-
dents to assist with deliv-
eries and earn learning
service hours. Three
rental box trucks and
about half a dozen pick-
ups were loaded on Satur-
day morning, with the
first trucks rolling out of
the parking lot before 9
am.

Football Coach Mike
Bonavia, with athletic di-
rector Brady Blade riding
shotgun, did not let a mal-
functioning roll door in the
back of their box truck
slow them down, even on
the speed bumps along
Newport Mill Road. Blade
suffered a minor injury on
his leg for the cause of
delivering mulch.

In addition to football,
other teams that hauled

mulch and earned 75 cent$

a bag included boys’ la-
crosse, girls’ lacrosse,
baseball, softball, wres-
tling, track, volleyball and
swimming.

Those Einstein students
toted 2-cubic foot mulch
bags weighing about 55
Ibs. each. That means they
delivered 216,810 Ibs., or
108 tons of mulch. And by
3 pm on Saturday, the last
empty truck arrived in the
high school parking lot ang
soon was on its way back
to the rental agency.

The gross receipts were
more than $18,500, with
the net for the Boosters
amounting to nearly
$7,200. Of that total, par-
ticipating athletic teams
will receive nearly $3,000
distributed to their individ-
ual accounts. The Booster
will use their share of pro-
ceeds to improve Ein-
stein’s athletic facilities.

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AEHS will host the 3A
West Region track meet
on May 13-14, a two-day
event that will draw hun-
dreds of athletes and spec-
tators from 11 Montgom-
ery and Frederick county
schools.

It's the first time in years
that the regional meet has
been held at Einstein,
which had a stand-out
track program in the
1970s and 1980s. Ein-
stein was selected after
track coach Eric DaSilva
and school ad-
ministrators
told regional
athletic officials
earlier this year
they wanted to
host the event.
A Frederick
County school
that had the first option to
host declined. (Wheaton
High School hosted the
3A West Region track
meet in 2008.)

“I think it’s nice for kids

to have a huge meet at
their school and to have
pride in their school,” said
DaSilva, an English
teacher who has been Ein-
stein’s cross county and
track coach for two years.
“It's a way to promote the
school.”

Events will get underway
Wed., May 13 at 4 pm and
continue until about 8 pm,
with the same start and

6 1

finish times on Thurs.,
May 14. Tickets for stu-
dents and adults at the
event will be $5.00, as set
by state officials.

At the meet, the top four
finishers in every track
and field event, and ath-
letes who meet certain
performance standards in
their events will qualify

for the state championship,
scheduled for May 22-23
at Morgan State Univer-
sity in Baltimore.

The schools that
will visit Einstein

for the regional
meet include Mont-
gomery schools
Kennedy, Watkins
Mill, Damascus,
Bethesda-Chevy
Chase, Seneca Val-
ley, Paint Branch,
and Wheaton. The Freder-
ick schools are Urbana,
Frederick, and Tuscarora.

The upcoming event al-
ready has Einstein offi-
cials pursuing a list of re-
furbishment and fix-up
projects to get the stadium
complex in top shape.
They are working with
county facilities officials

to repair the school’s eight
-lane track, improve the
stadium press box, replace
gates, and complete other
projects. This work fol-
lows a recent $37,000 up-
grade of the softball field
that was funded by Be-

thesda Chevy Chase Base
ball Inc., a community
group that organizes youth
baseball leagues.

Hosting the meet “gives ug
an opportunity to kind of
showcase our athletic fa-
cilities, which we’re very
proud of,” said Athletic
Director Brady Blade.

“It also says we can pull
this off and do it,” Blade
said. “It takes a lot of ef-
fort, and a lot of different
people.”

DaSilva and Blade are
hoping that students, par-
ents and staff will volun-
teer to keep events running
smoothly, from moving
hurdles to measuring long
jumps. Students can earn
learning service hours for
their volunteer work at the
meet.

DaSilva said he’s hoping
for balmy spring weather,
of course, good perform-
ances by Einstein athletes
and no mishaps at the big
event. But another result
he’s hoping for is that
“anybody who comes here
sees all that is good and
right about Einstein and
that there are no negative
issues.”
