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MCPS also has a process 
to document and investi-
gate incidents of bullying, 
harassment and intimida-
tion against students at-
tending public schools 
that occur on school 
property, on a school bus 
or at a school-sponsored 
activity. Bullying, harass-
ment, or intimidation can 
be verbal, physical, or 
written (including elec-
tronic). Reports of bully-
ing may be made by stu-
dents, parents, close adult 
relatives and school staff 
members.  
 
The reports are made on 
the Bullying Harassment 
or Intimidation Reporting 
Form (MCPS Form 230-
35), which is available at 
all schools and on the 
MCPS website. Reports 
are submitted to the 
school principal.  
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Everyone can contribute 
to a safe and healthy 
school environment. Of-
ten, tips from parents and 
students can prevent 
youth violence, drug and 
alcohol abuse, gang in-
volvement and other dan-
gers to the safety of stu-
dents. MCPS has a confi-
dential Safe Schools Hot-
line to report threats, or 
safety and security viola-
tions. This anonymous 
service is available 24 
hours a day/seven days a 
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The Federal Centers for 
Disease Control and Pre-
vention (CDC) reports that 
flu is widespread in many 
states, including Maryland, 
and that almost all of the 
flu viruses they have iden-
tified so far across the 
country are of the H1N1 
strain. Flu is spreading eas-
ily from person to person 
and school-age children are 
among the groups most 
affected. 
 

Montgomery County Pub-
lic Schools continues to 
work closely with the 
Montgomery County De-
partment of Health and 
Human Services to monitor 
the situation. Students and 
staff who exhibit flu-like 
symptoms are staying 
home or being sent home 
in accordance with guid-
ance from the CDC. Staff 
continues to model and 
encourage students to prac-
tice good hygiene and 
schools are being routinely 
cleaned following guide-
lines approved by county 
health officials. 
Schools will distribute new 
information about the flu to 
families as it becomes 
available. Up-to-date infor-
mation will be posted to 
the school system Web site 
at 
http://www.montgomerysc
hoolsmd.org/emergency/h1
n1/.

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In recognition of their 
exceptional achievement 
on Advance Placement 
Program® (AP®) exams 
through May 2009, 67 
Einstein students earned 
AP Scholar Awards.  This 
is 17 more scholars than 
AEHS had the year be-
fore. The College Board’s 
Advance Placement Pro-
gram provides motivated 
and academically pre-
pared students the oppor-
tunity to take rigorous 
college-level courses 
while still in high school. 
Students can earn college 
credit, advanced place-
ment, or both for success-
ful performance on the 
AP exams. About 18% of 
the 1.7 million students 
worldwide who take AP 
exams performed at a 
sufficiently high level to 
earn an AP Scholar 
Award.  

Sally Ye has been recog-
nized as a National AP 
Scholar for receiving an 
average grade of at least 
4, on a five-point scale, 
on all AP exams taken, 
and grades of 4 or higher 
on eight or more of these 
exams.
