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We encourage Garrett Park ES students to read all summer long.  Summer is a time to read for fun!  Reread old favorites or find a new author or series to love.
At Garrett Park, we continue to promote reading as a life-long activity through a summer reading program. This summer, Garrett Park E.S. is sponsoring a summer reading/writing club.   Each student who participates will receive a principal’s award and a treat.  The awards will be presented in September.

Here is how the Garrett Park Raccoon Reading/Writing Club works:

1. Read books appropriate for your reading level.  Kindergarteners through second graders need to read a minimum of 8 books.  (These may be read aloud by an adult.)  Third and fourth graders need to read a minimum of 4 books to qualify.

2. Read books from a minimum of 2 categories (fiction, biography, or other areas of non fiction; i.e. books about birds, insects, mammals, space, travel, etc.)

3. Record your book selections on the form provided. 

4. Write at least one letter, one poem, or one story about your summer adventures.  Parents may sign their signature to verify that this requirement has been met.

5. Return the completed form to your classroom teacher in September.  Include your first and last name on the form.  We will have a special celebration in September.
