Alphabet Box

One time when I visited Mike Humphreys’ class, he used a summarizing strategy called "The Alphabet Box," and I thought you might like to hear about it.  He was discussing a play that he was teaching, Twelve Angry Men, and he pulled a letter out of a box and told a student that she needed to come up with a theme from the play or a statement about the play that started with that letter.  For example, the first student got a "K," and she said, "Killing is what a 19-year-old was accused of."  The next student pulled a "T," and he said, "Testimony is important in the play."
