Boggle
An Equitable Activator/Summarizing Strategy
Boggle is a cooperative learning structure that provides students with an opportunity to review content and collectively build on each other’s knowledge.  It is an excellent test prep strategy.  Boggle is an equitable teaching strategy because it communicates the expectation that all students can and will be actively engaged in the learning process.  Students also have multiple opportunities to interact with a wide range of their classmates.  This allows students to compare and contrast their understandings and to discuss differing perspectives.  Finally, it addresses different learning modalities. 
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1. Provide students with 2-3 minutes to review their materials (chapter or notes) from the previous day. 
2. Brain dump - Ask students to free write everything they can remember from their notes or text. STUDENTS SHOULD NOT USE THEIR BOOK OR NOTES. 

(You could use this activity as a formative assessment.)

3. Students should draw a line underneath your list. 
4. Form teams of 4. Take 3 minutes to share what each person recalled from memory.

5. Add new ideas below the line of your paper.


6. Pair with someone from another group and share your list.  You have 2 minutes.
