Connect the Dots - Summarizer

1. Create a word splash of key concepts, people, places, etc. from your unit.

2. Ask your students to place a number next to each item at random.

3. Instruct your students to draw a line to connect the dots.

4. Tell your students to explain the relationship between #1 and #2, between #2 and #3, between #3 and #4, and so on.

Alternatives

· Pick any two numbers and have students either write or explain how the two concepts, people, places, etc. are related.

· This could also be a cooperative learning activity.  

· You could do this as a jigsaw.
