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RELAY SUMMARY DIRECTIONS

In groups of five, students take turns summarizing an article, story or other reading assignment.  The first person begins by writing a few (2-3) summary sentences of the reading assignment in the box numbered 1. They pass the summary sheet to the next person.  That person adds a few sentences, in the box numbered 2 and passes it on to the next person, etc. until all have added a sentence or two. Be sure to start the summary with a sentence and build on it. Once the last person has finished writing, he/she will read aloud to the group the summary.
