The National College Fair where representatives from hundreds of colleges and universities nationwide will be present will be held at the Montgomery County fairgrounds on April 24-25, 2012.   All Magruder juniors are invited to attend and families can attend during evening hours.

To help prepare juniors for the SAT and ACT, Magruder will offer free mock exams in March, 2012.  Many opportunities for participation in prep classes are also available.  A detailed list of options is available below.  Students in need of price reductions for these classes may qualify for financial aid.  Students preparing for the SAT and ACT also have free access to the Triumph College Admissions (TCA) Online Study Guide. This program is available for use on any computer.
