Outdoor Education Preparations
On Monday, December 12 or Wednesday, December 14, your child will be leaving for Skycroft Conference Center.  Please drop students off in the Neelsville Middle School parking lot between 8:00 and 8:30 a.m.  Students may not ride the bus that day.  All luggage should be labeled with the child's name and taken to the cafeteria with the students.  Any medicine not yet turned in should be taken to the Health Room by 8:15 AM.  Please make every effort to turn in medicine at least one week in advance.  

The first meal served will be dinner on the first evening of the program.  Therefore, it will be necessary for all students to bring a bag lunch labeled with name for the first day’s lunch.   Water will be provided by the camp.
