To get accepted into 9*" grade (2012-2013 academic year) of a High School Magnet program,
incoming 8" graders will need to apply during early November- December of 2011.

“The application materials for high school magnet programs will be available in mid-October on the
MCPS Web site at: http://montgomeryschoolsmd.org/curriculum/specialprograms. These are
exciting opportunities for interesting and challenging experiences in high school.

The program at Richard Montgomery High School is an International Baccalaureate Diploma
program. Poolesville High School offers 3 programs: A Science, Mathematics, Computer Science
program, a humanities program, and a Global Ecology program. To be eligible for the Poolesville
programs, you must be in Algebra I or higher. To be eligible for the Richard Montgomery program,
you must be in Algebra I or higher AND have 2 years of a foreign language (if you are a native
speaker of Spanish, French, or Chinese, you may also be eligible).” *

To apply the student will need to submit (1) Application Form (including essays), (2) middle school
7™ grade report, 3) teacher (8" grade) recommendations, and take (4) a standardized entrance
test that covers mathematics, verbal and reading comprehension, and an essay. The entrance test is
usually held on the first Saturday in December. *
