Parents 
can see when their child needs help in any subject or topic during the marking period, which tests and quizzes 
need to be retaken to improve their grades as well as monitor if their child is submitting his/her homework 
assignments and projects on time. Edline is a busy parent’s best friend and can be accessed from any 
computer that is connected to the internet.

8

th
 Grade Math  

Algebra Prep (Math C) students are learning to use statistical investigations to support a statement.   Algebra students 
are learning to write linear equations.

 Grade U.S. History

 Grade Science 

As the first quarter comes to an end, students continue their studies of weather. Students have just finished learning to 
interpret weather maps and will be learning to track hurricanes using latitude and longitude.  Once completed with 
weather, students will have a short unit on climate and will learn how it affects the global weather patterns.  In the next 
few weeks, students will begin the very popular science unit of Chemistry.  Here students will learn about states of 
matter, acids and bases, and the Periodic Table of Elements.

 Grade English 

For the second quarter, the 8th grade English Department will be starting their second unit, Community.  The classes 
will be analyzing what makes a community and how the individual and community affect one another.  English classes 
will reading The Giver by Lois Lowry and The House of the Scorpion by Nancy Farmer.  Also, the students will be 
working on group research projects in which they will be finding out about, analyzing, and finding solutions to community 
problems.  They will not only use the computer to research their problems but also create PowerPoint presentations in 
the computer lab.   This quarter will be one that students will be working hard in order to improve their writing; they will 
be writing many paragraphs and a mix of personal and analytical essays.  Let’s do our best in order to support our 
students as a community so that they can succeed.

 GRADE NEWS  

 
7

th
 Grade English 

Seventh grade English students are beginning Unit 2: A Sense of Place. In the last unit, students explored the concept 
of identity and how it is shaped. This unit continues exploring this concept by examining the connection between place 
and behavior. Specifically, students will explore how where they are affects who they are. The concept of how changes 
in place can influence how people act will also serve as the basis for discussions and reading selections this unit. In 
addition to reading a variety of literature, students will continue to use the six traits model in their writing. Students will 
develop skills in developing ideas, organizing ideas, using voice in their writing, using specific and appropriate word 
choices, using a variety of sentence types, and maintaining good conventions while writing. 
 
Accelerated Reader (A.R.) continues to be an important part of the English 7 curriculum. All seventh grade English 
students are expected to earn 34 A.R. points each quarter. Students should strive to score 80% or above on each A.R. 
test that they take. 
 
7

th
 Grade World Studies 

The 7th grade world studies classes have just finished an exciting unit on the foundations of modern political systems. 
Students learned about feudalism, analyzed the Islamic civilization in the 7th-10th centuries, studied the causes and 
consequences of the crusades and examined the origins of the black plague. Next we examined the decline of 
feudalism and the emergence of centralized monarchies. In the second marking period the 7th grade world studies 
classes will be focusing on the Influence of Culture in Africa. In this unit students will study the world history, geography,
