1. How can I find out information about Ridgeview Middle School?

The Ridgeview Web Page is updated frequently with important information about Ridgeview 

Middle School.  The school community can view the web site by going to 

http://mcps.k12.md.us/schools/ridgeviewms/index.shtml.  A parent handbook will be given to students the first week of school.  The parent handbook is a source of information about school procedures, expectations and policies.   A calendar with some dates for events and activities is included in the handbook.  The Key is a PTSA newsletter that is published electronically monthly and posted on the above listed website.  Another invaluable source of information is the Ridgeview Bulletin Board located at the Kentland's Giant food store.

2. What time can my son or daughter arrive at Ridgeview?

The regular school day is from 7:45 a.m. to 2:40 p.m.  The school building is open to students at 7:30 a.m.  Readiness time begins at 7:45 a.m.; period 1 begins at 7:55 a.m.

3. If my child is absent what should I do?

Parents should call the school on the day their child is absent at 301/840-4779.  The child needs to give a note to the attendance secretary in the Main Office on the day he/she returns to school. A note from a doctor is needed if a student is absent for five (5) days or longer.  Reminder:  it is the student's responsibility to obtain missing assignments if absent three days or less.  If a student is absent for more than three days, a parent may contact the guidance office on the third day to request homework.  Homework will be available in the guidance office 24-48 hours after the request has been made.

4. If my child needs to be dismissed early from school, what should be done?

Students should bring in a note from a parent stating the time he/she will be picked up and by whom.  The student should take the note to the attendance secretary in the Main Office when the student arrives at school in the morning.  The student will receive a pass to meet his/her parents at the stated time to sign out of the building.

5. If I want my child to ride home on a different bus with a friend, or walk home with friend, what should I do?

Students should bring in a signed note from a parent with the name of the student with whom he/she will be riding or walking.  If a bus is involved, the route number should be written on the note. This note must be given to the secretary in the Main Office in the morning before the student goes to first period class.  The parent will receive a phone call to verify the request, and the note will be approved.  The student should pick up the note in the office at lunch or dismissal time and give it to the bus driver.

6.   If I have a question or concern regarding my child's performance, progress, or assignments in any class whom do I call?

The first person to answer questions regarding a child's performance is the individual teacher.  Please call the Main Office at 301/840-4770 and ask for an appointment or call from the teacher.  Parents can also request that a meeting take place with the IRT (Interdisciplinary Resource Teacher) and/or the team by contacting the child's counselor at 301/840-4785.  The team can provide valuable information on your child's progress and answer questions regarding curriculum.

7.   What are interdisciplinary teams?

Ridgeview is organized into interdisciplinary grade level teams and subject area departments.  Teams are balanced and are of similar size.  Each team has a leader or IRT (Interdisciplinary Resource Teacher), teachers from the core academic subjects, a counselor and an administrator.  The grade level teams plan and provide for the daily instructional program and support individual student needs.

8. When should I call the counselor?

Whenever you have a concern about the social/personal adjustment of your child, call the guidance counselor.  The counselor can also assist your student in his/her overall progress, make schedule changes, provide information about special programs, and support the overall adjustment of your child.  The guidance counselor provides information about counseling groups and makes outside 

referrals.  The grade level counselors are:

9.  How can I find out about my child's progress?

Report Cards are issued every nine weeks.  Report cards will be given to your child to take home on the following dates: November 11, 2008, February 3, 2009 and April 14, 2009.  The final report cards will be mailed on June 23, 2009.  Parents will receive an interim report mailed at the mid-point of each marking period four times a year. In addition to the mailed interim reports, all Ridgeview students and their parents will receive an access code to Ed-Line so they can regularly monitor student performance. 
10. When can I meet my child's teachers?

Back to School Night is Thursday, September 17, 2008 at 7:00 p.m.  Parents will have the opportunity to follow their child's schedule to meet all teachers.  There will not be sufficient time to conference with teachers during Back to School Night.  If you wish an individual conference, contact your child's counselor at 301/840-4785.

11.  If the teacher, team leader and counselor have not been able to address my concerns, whom                                            should I call?

A team approach is used to address student concerns.  The grade level administrator should be called if there are unresolved problems after speaking with the teachers and counselor.  Ridgeview administrators are Dr. Carol LeVine, Principal, Ms. Erica Morse and Ms. Sundra Mann, Assistant Principals.
