Resources in the Career Center:
Everyone should use their Family Connection Account!  Students can add parents’ emails to their account on the “My Profile” screen.

1. Use the FC account to develop list of colleges.  

2. It will help keep students organized with deadline information

3. Program will email students when colleges on their list of “My Colleges” will be visiting Richard Montgomery in the fall.

4. Used as a communication tool from school to students.

Before school ends:

Complete your brag sheet (parent brag sheet is optional) and set up appointment with school counselor.

Ask a few teachers if they would be willing to writing a recommendation letter.  Please talk to your teacher privately when asking, and if they say yes provide them with a copy of your brag sheet or give them a resume.  Non-academic recommendation letter resources:  coach, supervisor at work, someone you babysat for, priest/minister/youth leader at church or synagogue, or scout leader, etc.  
Timeline for the summer:
Visit campuses!  Take your camera and take notes!  Use a folder for each school you visit so you will be able to save papers and other information you pick up.

Explore schools websites to find essay questions.  Start writing essays!  It’s okay to use the same essay for different schools as long as your essay answers the question or prompt.

Two most popular complaints from admissions representatives:

1. If you are going to use the same essay for different schools, CHANGE THE NAME OF THE SCHOOL YOU REFERENCE IN THE ESSAY!  Proof read!
2. The essay didn’t answer the prompt.

Prepare for fall SAT or ACT:

Use free account at www.mystudentedge.com to take practice SATs, ACT’s and AP exams.  The access code for Student Edge is TYEZRTCR.

If you need, sign up for prep class, start exploring options.  Revolution Prep, Studyworks, MC, Kaplan, Princeton Review

College Visits During the School Year

1. NEW DEADLINE:  November 1
2. All applications must be submitted online.  Paper applications no longer available.

3. Students must select 2 essay questions from the 6 given on the application to answer.

4. Application will be available online by mid-July.
