Parent Communication

Communication is very important. Parents/Guardians should discuss all issues with

your athlete first, and then contacts the team’s coach if necessary. Coaches have an

open door policy but we want to talk to the players first.

·  No player of parent should approach coaches before, during, or after a game

 to discuss an issue.

·  Parents should discuss any issue with their child before contacting a coach or

 the Athletic Director.

·  After talking to their child, parents may request to talk to a coach the

 following day.

·  If the issues have not been resolved, then the Athletic Director will intervene.

·  If the issues are still not resolved, then the Principal will be consulted.
