B

of the text, use adequate language, may have minor errors in grammar and spelling that do not interfere with meaning

C
Follow most of the directions, complete the chart with some omissions, demonstrate some understanding of the text, use language with lapses in expression, have errors in grammar and spelling 
D
Follow some of the directions, do some of the chart, demonstrate a limited understanding of the text, use language ineffectively, have serious errors in grammar and spelling
