The foreign language department would like to welcome you to an exciting school year.  To prepare for Level 3 work, you have a «Travail d’été» assignment.

This «Travail d’été» consists of two parts:

· Reading the book «Une Mystérieuse Disparation» and

· Reviewing French 1 and French 2 linguistic concepts.
The grading/evaluation of «Travail d’été» consists of 2 summative assessments each worth 5% of the first quarter grade.  (10% of the first quarter grade is from «Travail d’été» summative assessments.)  Please note that there is neither re-teaching nor reassessment for these summative assessments.
· Test on the vocabulary and content of the book «UNE MYSTERIEUSE DISPARITION» will be on the first Friday of the school year.
· Test on French 1 and French 2 linguistic concepts will be on the 2nd Wednesday of the school year.

To prepare for these two assessments, we recommend that you do the work as described below.

· UNE MYSTERIEUSE DISPARITION

· For multiple-choice questions, students write the letter a, b, c, and the response that follows.

· For True/False questions, students rewrite false statements into true statements.  Only use the negative IF that is the only way to make the statement true.
· For vocabulary exercises, students are to write both the French and the English for all the vocabulary before writing the answers to the exercise.

These exercises will not be collected/graded by the teacher.  The expectation is that all students will be prepared for the Test on the vocabulary and the content of the book «UNE MYSTERIEUSE DISPARITION» on the first Friday of the school year.  Completing these exercises will assist in this preparation.
