Dear Parents/Guardians,
This time of year the question that I am most often asked is, "What can I do to help my child continue reading and writing during the summer?"  The answer, our school is offering Summer Reading and Writing Activities for all students.  Our theme this summer is “Be creative - Read and Write!”  Research shows that reading during the summer may keep children from losing what they have learned during the school year. When choosing books, be sure that they are just right – not too hard and not too easy. Take advantage of your local library. Ask for help selecting books that match your child's age, interests, and their abilities.  Montgomery County Department of Public Libraries sponsors a summer reading program that is free and designed to motivate children to read, so find out what's available in your area. These selections can also be used with the Montgomery County Public Libraries' summer reading program which provides incentives to keep students reading and writing during the summer months.

In September, students who return their completed reading logs will be eligible for recognition and a celebration.  I hope to see your child at our special celebration!
