Students are currently working on a unit about the Harlem Renaisa | y O S & ¢tKSe gAft NBFIR LINIJz27
by Walter Dean Myers as well as poetry by Langston Hughes. The unit also teaches the history of Harlem and the

significance of the period known as the Harlem Renaissance. It ties in their previous knowledge from the biography Having

Our Saywhich they read in grade 6. The unit focuses on the reading strategy of making inferences. Students will continue

reading independently and completing individual writing journals.

Social Studies

Seventh grade World Studies students will finish the last few weeks of school studying the Renaissance and European
Explorers. This will make for a smooth transition for all 7*" graders moving up to 8" grade U.S. History next year. As 8"
graders, students will start off the year learning about the 13 colonies.

Science

Grade 7 science has been a challenging and exciting year. Throughout the year students have developed lab
science skills and learned to consider different perspectives when analyzing data. Learning to work and think
like a scientist is one of the MCPS objectives for science. Students are currently finishing the Sound and Light
Unit. Explorations were conducted about producing sound, observing the nature of light using mirrors and
lenses, and using a slinky to observe the properties of waves. In the last two weeks of school, teachers will
introduce students to selected astronomy units as a preview for their grade 8 earth science studies.

Math 7

Students are on Unit 5, Functional Relationships. Students are determining patterns from a sequence of

numbers, identifying arithmetic and geometric sequences, determining the rule and graphing linear equations,
computing and graphing function tables, and identifying the slope of a line by using a graph or ordered pairs.
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IM is finishing the year with probability. Students will be reviewing simple to more complex situations. The
final exam will be the end-of-unit test for unit 7. Students should have received a study guide for the unit to be
O2YLX SGSR 0 & spétific8ateNordledto @vie\s t&packet.
