Dear Parents:

At the beginning of the school year, we began using the access control system to enhance the
safety and security of students at Rosemont. This allowed us to keep the front door locked at all
times and to “buzz” visitors into the building. | personally feel it has helped to ensure that
visitors are not bypassing the office when they enter the building and it has allowed us to keep
better track of who is in the building. Beginning Monday, we will add an extra layer to the access
control system. When visitors enter the building, they will be required to present their driver’s
license. If you don’t have a driver’s license, you will need to show a photo ID. Your license will
be scanned into our Visitor Management System, a computer program that keeps track of all
visitors in the building. The program will also print a visitor’s badge that will need to be worn by
the visitor at all times while in the building. In the past, we have not been strict about having
visitors sign out when they leave, but now you will need to sign out when you leave the building.
Please bear with us as we begin implementation this procedure next week. The good news is that
once a visitor is in the system, we do not need to scan the ID each time. We can simply print a
badge. 1 do think this will be an added way to enhance the safety and security of students in the
building.
