Math News





1st Grade Math


September was a busy time in math. Students learned how to add and subtract using a variety of models.  In October, students will begin to recognize and create patterns with shapes, colors and numbers. Taking time to help your child recognize patterns in everyday life will help to reinforce the concepts taught at school.


�2ND Grade Math


First grade students in 2nd grade math have been working on number relations and computations including place value with hundreds, tens, and ones. For example, given the number 125, students are asked to identify and make a model of the number using hundreds, tens and ones blocks. We are also learning how to read and write numbers.  We have practiced algebra patterns and functions extending, creating and identifying a rule for increasing numerical patterns.  We will be learning statistics collecting, organizing and displaying data using bar graphs and pictographs.  We will also create and interpret tallies.








Reading News


�Students are continuing to work on using fix-up strategies while they read.  These fix-up strategies include the following:





1. Does what I am reading make sense? �2. Skip a word, and then go back.�3. Look at the picture.�4. Get your mouth ready to say the first sound.�5. Stretch out the sounds like a rubber band.





Students are also practicing different ways readers better understand what they read.  They have been working on making connections from their own lives to the text (text-to-self connection). Students check their understanding of what they read by retelling important events in the story.





In writing this month, students will be working on personal narratives (stories about their lives).
