Mini-Grants Program, 2011-2012
The PTSA Mini-Grants Program provides financial assistance to enterprising teachers, staff, parents and students to make that extra “something special” become a reality.  Three categories of Mini-Grants will be awarded this school year:

· Small-Scale Mini-Grants (up to $150):  Grants which benefit a student group, department or student club
· Mid-Scale Mini-Grants (up to $400):  Grants which benefit a majority of the student body or at least 100 students
· Large-Scale Mini-Grants ($400 and above):  Grants which benefit the school in general or the entire student body
Mini-Grant Applications will be reviewed by the School Financial Specialist and Administration before being forwarded to the PTSA Executive Committee.  Proposals will be evaluated and grants awarded to projects deemed to best support student and school enrichment.

Submission Guidelines

1.  Please submit applications electronically to the School Financial Specialist, Yolanda Alston, as a Microsoft Word attachment.  Put “Mini-Grants” in the subject line.  All submissions will be acknowledged.

2.  Application deadline for projects conducted during the first semester:  October 1.  Application deadline for projects conducted during the second semester:  March 1.  All applications will be evaluated during the week following the deadline, and applicants will be notified as soon as possible of the decisions.

3.  Receipts or invoices for expenditures will be required to receive reimbursement.
