e Dr. Martin Luther King Jr. was born in Atlanta, Georgia, on January 15, 1929, the son of a Baptist minister.

e He obtained his doctorate degree in theology, the study of religion.

e He was influenced by Mohandas Gandhi, who advocated civil disobedience and nonviolent resistance to
segregation in the South.

e In 1963, he and others led the March on Washington for Jobs and Freedom; the event's grand finale was King's
famous "I Have a Dream" address. Over two hundred and fifty thousand people gathered outside the Lincoln
Memorial to hear the stirring speech.

e |n 1964, Dr. Martin Luther King became the youngest person to win the Nobel Peace Prize.

e On April4, 1968, he was assassinated in Memphis, Tennessee.
