Rigor


Review/discuss math unit assessment and reassessment data quarterly or as units are completed during grade level and leadership team meetings.


Emphasize BCR instruction weekly in Grades K-5 by reviewing student reading response journals.


Increase the number of students from all school groups from proficient to advanced in reading by monitoring reading pacing charts weekly.


Reinforce higher-level thinking skills through staff development trainings during Faculty and Leadership Team Meetings.


Continue pathways for acceleration in math by reviewing math unit assessment strand data quarterly and at the end of the year.

Monitor weekly Wallaby Fact Attack (Basic Facts Program)  student progress


during weekly grade level team meetings.


Integrate science content into math instruction in Grades K-5 focusing on graphs, 


charts and tables and the metric system.

STUDENT AND STAKEHOLDER FOCUS


Reading:


As a result of the analysis of MSA Reading, there were no racial or gender discrepancies.  In the advanced category the data indicates 36.1% of Gr. 3 students scored advanced.  In Grade 4 26.2% scored advanced. In Grade 5 70.7% scored advanced.


Math:


As a result of the analysis of MSA Math, 9 out of 14 students in Grades 3-5 who scored basic were male.  In the advanced category the data indicates 33.3% of Gr. 3 students scored advanced.  In Gr. 4 47.6% of students scored advanced.  In Gr. 5 32.8% of students scored advanced.


Rigor:


As a result of the analysis of MSA Reading, 36.1% of Gr. 3 students scored advanced, 26.2% of Gr. 4 students scored advanced and 70.7% of Gr. 5 students scored advanced.  There were no racial or gender discrepancies across grade levels.  As a result of the analysis of MSA Math 33.3% of Gr. 3 students scored advanced, 47.6% of Gr. 4 students scored advanced and 32.8% of Gr. 5 students scored advanced.  There were no racial or gender discrepancies across grade levels.
