How should I prepare my book review?
· Your book review must include the following five pieces:

· A poster

· An oral presentation

· Identification of the book’s major conflict (fiction) or point (non-fiction)

· A description of who would like the book . . . “People who are into monster trucks (shopping, bio diversity, hip hop, history, romance, etc.) would like this book because . . . “

· A rating based on the 5-star scale (five stars for excellent, one for dull)
