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Wyngate Expansion Project

September and October is a critical time for Wyngate parents to get involved in Wyngate’s Ex-
pansion Project.

Wyngate is one of the most over-crowded elementary schools in the county, and this will only
worsen. Over the next two months, the MCPS Board of Education will decide which new construc-
tion projects will move forward. We want Wyngate to be one of them. Last school year, Wyngate
went through the first stage in the process, called a feasibility study, including Mrs. Leister, the
PTA, MCPS representatives, outside architects, and members of the community. The next step is to
get funding for the architectural/engineering plans and the actual construction in order to make the
expansion a reality. If this happens, Wyngate’s new addition could open as early as September,
2013.

However, given the economic situation, and enrollment trends at other schools, Wyngate’s
project is no sure thing — without your active support. The school system is short of funds. Last
year, the Board of Education postponed construction projects at six schools. This fall, these projects
will have a priority claim on construction funds. We have a very strong case why Wyngate’s need is
at least as dire as other projects. But the amount of support from parents will go a long way to con-
vince Board members, in addition to the facts of the situation.

Over the last year, we have received support from our Board of Education representative,
Mrs. Pat O’Neill, and from Roger Berliner, Vice President of the Montgomery County Council. Coun-
cilman Berliner wrote Superintendent Weast this past spring about Wyngate’s situation, and the su-
perintendent in response acknowledged Wyngate’s over-crowding situation. However, support and
understanding at this stage guarantees nothing.

It is critically important for Wyngate’s parent community to speak up consistently over the
next few months.

This week at Back To School Night. Many of you signed a letter to the Board of Education
asking the Board to include Wyngate in this Fall’s Capital Improvements Program (“CIP”) —
this is the MCPS process for funding school constructions. We had a huge number of letters
returned with signatures that we are forwarding on to all members of the School Board as
well as our local politicians. If you were unable to sign the letter, we have included one for
your convenience. If you would like an electronic copy, please e-mail Stacey Erlenbach
(Erlenbach@starpower.net) for a copy or check on our school website.

Later September and October. Please attend sessions of the MCPS Board of Education when
they consider Wyngate (and other schools) to be included in this year’s CIP. Look for informa-
tion in Mrs. Leister’s newsletter and the PTA Printout as well as the listserv. It will be im-
perative for us to have a strong presence at these meetings. We may need to attend two to
three meetings as the Board of Education considers competing requests for funds.
