 The final written report which resulted form the Feasibility Study con-

ducted during the winter of 2008 -2009 has been issued by MCPS.  A hard copy 

is available in the office.  Any parent that is interested in reviewing it is en-

couraged to do so.  The report presents three design options for consideration by 

the BOE and project costs and schedules.  The estimated cost for the options 

presented a range from $10.2 million to $11.5 million, with Option #1 (the pre-

ferred scheme) being the least costly of the three options.  The projected project 

schedule shows a three year process.  The Capital Improvement Budget (CIP) is 

due to be publicly released on October 28th and marks an important milestone 

in the projectõs process.  If full funding is included and approved in the CIP, the 

three year process can be started in July 2010 and completed by July 2013.
