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A Note from the PTA  

 There are several problems that happen along the curbside drop off and 

pick up area (Kiss and Drop). The appropriate spot to drop the children off is 

the corner section of the parking lot, closest to the school near where the patrol 

stands.   

 One of the problems occurs when the children are let out before the des-

ignated drop area and then run through the parking lot -this puts them in a po-

tentially dangerous situation with other cars.  

 Another situation is the parents who get out of their cars to assist their 

children, creating major back ups and adding to the congestion which leads to 

parents dropping off before the designated area. Then there are the people 

that leave their cars along the curb to locate the children.  If you have a grand-

parent, babysitter, nanny or someone else picking up your child that is not fa-

miliar with the rules, please make sure you explain to them the situation. If 

you must walk your child up to the building, please park either in the parking 

lot or on one of the neighborhood streets to do so. ͖ ͖

 At pick up, if you are in the Kiss and Drop area you need to remain in 

your car and your child should come to you. Please do not let your children run 

through the parking lot -they should stay on the sidewalks.  Parents should 

also be cognizant of children walking to school, and ensuring that we stop at 

stop signs and proceed with caution through each intersection. There have 

been many concerned parents about the speed and lack of following traffic 

rules in and around the school neighborhood. We as parents should always be 

cognizant of the neighborhood children and drive with caution whether it is 

during school hours or on the weekend.  Please send out gentle reminders to 

friends and families about this because the ultimate goal for all of us is to keep 

our children safe.  Thank you!
