Eligibility for Tryouts  
Students having a 2.0 average with no more than one “E” (failure) in the previous marking period automatically will be eligible 
to participate or practice in any extracurricular activity governed by this regulation during the next marking period.  

Team Selection 
All tryout participants will be evaluated on various aspects related to throwing, catching, batting, base running, situational 
awareness, and other intangibles including sportsmanship (refer to Softball Tryout Evaluation Form). The team roster will be 
limited to (Insert Number) student-athletes.

Attendance at School / Practices / Games

The principal or designee may excuse a student-athlete for pre-scheduled appointments, such as court appearances, medical 
appointments, unforeseen emergencies. 

Attendance at games and practices are mandatory. If absent, it is the student-athlete's responsibility to contact his/her coach 
prior to practice. Unexcused absences may result in dismissal from a team. 

Game Participation 
There is no guarantee that playing time will be evenly distributed over the course of any given game or over the course of the 
season. Student-athlete playing time will be largely determined by game opponents and match-ups.
