M's. Di Fonzo nmade the foll ow ng statemnent:

"I amgoing to outline where I'"mcomng fromat the nmonent with
regard to many of the major issues before us. It is going to sound
like I amvery wi shy-washy. | don't mean it to sound that way. It
is going to cone out that way because ny bottomline is whatever
vote for tonight is going to have to be an entire package that | can
live with. | do not feel that | amvoting tonight for one single
option, but rather I amvoting for a collection of actions that wll
affect all three of the high schools that we are di scussing and nmany
of the feeder schools.

"I would be inclined to support the closure of Wodward with its
articulation into Walter Johnson, but | cannot support a $3 mllion



addition on to the Walter Johnson building. | have great difficulty
doi ng that and arguing a case before the County Council that we need
$3 nmillion for an addition on a school because we have just closed a
school a mle away. So I would support the closure of Wodward with
the articulation of that school into Walter Johnson if we can find a
way to do that without putting the capital addition on to Walter

Johnson. | can see a nunber of ways of doing that. No. 1 we either
juggl e kids around, No. 2 we could put up portables, and No. 3 we
move Farmand. | amdisinclined to nove all of Farm and because ny

concern with that is that that would erode the very base of student
support fromthe new conbi ned Walter Johnson community, and | am not
inclined to set up a school at the git-go that is doomed to becone a
smal |l school in just a few years tine. Going through that step of
the flow chart, | would be therefore inclined to | ook at the novenent
of Farm and youngsters, those living north of Montrose Road, into

Ri chard Mont gonery.

"I will not support under any circunstance the establishnent of a
Til den Intermedi ate School el enentary school. | am opposed to

el ementary schools that are huge. | cannot help believe that if we
run an el enentary school of 820 youngsters in a building with a
capacity of 1,050 that when the first 25 or 30 or 50 youngsters show
up at the door of Tilden Elenentary and need a place to go, we are
going to put themthere, and the next thing you know we have 870
youngsters and 920 youngsters and the potential, indeed, for 1,050
youngsters. | cannot support that. The County Council has urged us
to consider putting huge elenmentary schools in up-county. As |
recall from our discussions with the County Council when that item
was on the table, every nenber of this Board opposed that and we
opposed it on visceral and as well as on educational grounds. So
cannot support the change from Tilden into a huge el enentary school
To do that would be to open us up to the very argunents that we were
maki ng to the County Council against |arge elenentary schools, and
cannot be part of that contradiction because | think it is

educati onal | y unsound.

"I believe Richard Montgonery needs help. | believe that R chard
Mont gormery needs help now. | also believe that it is just not

Ri chard Montgonery, it is Julius West because wi thout Julius West
there is no Richard Montgonery. So for us to | ook at Richard
Mont gonmery in isolation is also being very narrow focused. So |

t hi nk we need support into those two schools. | aminclined to do
that through Farmand. | will not at this tine consider noving
Ritchie Park in toto. | do not think that is a position that is
nmorally, logically, nor legally defensible. | do not now nor have I
ever, contrary to what | have been accused of doing, been in favor of
that. | would say to those people who have witten me and who have
said it is obvious that we can tell what you are going to do. You
are all in the sane boat as ny husband of 20 some odd years is in

when he tries to read my mind, and that is invariably he is wong. |
will not at this time support noving in youngsters fromthe Route 28
corridor. | amvery careful as you notice to say 'at this tine.'

One of the alternative proposals that has been placed before us, and
| will leave that to the author of that proposal to put on the table



at a later time, is to look at the Richard Montgonmery problemas it
exists with regard to potentially low enrollment with regard to a
conpl ete reorgani zati on of that entire group of schools in the

Ger mant own, Gait hersburg, Rockville, South Rockville, and very, very
north Bet hesda area when Quince Ochard H gh School is opened in '88.
I aminclined at this tinme to support that notion, but | would need
to sit here and discuss it with Board nenbers as to what the possible
ram fications and repercussions to that may be. Now those are ny
basi c going-in suppositions. | do not have cast-in-concrete
suggestions for Garrett Park, for Kensington Parkwood, for Luxmanor
or for Farm and, except to say that | am opposed to a huge el enmentary
school. | would not be opposed to minor capital additions onto those
schools, but | will not support sonething that approaches a $3
mllion inprovenent, and | hope that wherever it is that we go, we
can get there fromhere."

M's. Praisner nmade the follow ng statenent:

"Sonme of this will sound very simlar to what you have heard, and it
may sound different or simlar to what other Board nmenmbers will be
saying. | think it is probably a good idea to proceed in a fashion
simlar to the one that Ms. Di Fonzo has indicated and to comment on
where | amat this point, and what things are fundanental to nme and
where there is a possibility for novenent or at |east some issues
that 1 amwlling to discuss. There are some questions that | wll
want to raise and clarify with staff as we proceed through this, but
| think it would be useful to lay this out.

"I aminclined to support the closure of Wodward H gh School for a
variety of reasons. | think that the consolidation of the programin
a larger school building will provide educational opportunities for
the students of the conbined high school area that woul d be greater
than the parts. | believe that the use of the larger building is
obvi ously one that would m nimze capital costs, and here | would
like to repeat what Ms. Di Fonzo said because | share that view |
amnot in favor of adding an addition, and I could not support an
addition to the Walter Johnson building. M concern is that | do not
see in this area of the county a need for additional secondary schoo

construction. If we need it, we need it up-county. W need it in
the areas of Gernmantown, Seneca Valley, Gaithersburg. | don't want
to jeopardize that construction and that need. It seens to ne that

we have el enentary capacity concerns down-county, and they nust take
precedence down-county as they do up-county, but there we share a
need. And while | could support sone portables, | could not support
an addition to Walter Johnson.

"As far as transportation issues with the consolidation, there are

m ni mal transportation issues involved. In essence what we are doing
is consolidating to the extent possible, a community that is already
consol idated at the internediate school level. There is no, fromny

vi ewpoi nt, significant racial balance factor in this issue as there
may be in sone of the other considerations and Board actions that we
have taken in the past.



"As far as Richard Montgonery is concerned, | amwlling to support

t he devel opnent of a special programin the area because | think it
is both beneficial for Ri chard Montgomery and the county as a whole.
That program | believe, nmust be devel oped in concert with the
community and just as | introduced a process notion which was adopted
by the Board over a year ago, that devel opment of a special program
woul d have to respond to - or as it is devel oped there are many
guestions that would have to be answered from ny vi ewpoi nt, but I
think it is possible and should be done. Nanely, what is the concept
that is involved, what is the purpose of the programthat's involved,
what are the cost inplications involved, what are the nunbers of
students and ki nds of students involved, what is the | ong-term

i npact, and what is the outconme that we are expecting and
anticipating. Al of these things I think can be resolved and can be
answered, but | think those kinds of things need to develop. At the
same time | think R chard Montgonery and Julius West need sone
support and need additional students now | amwlling to support
the relocation and reassi gnnent of sone of the students fromthe
Whodward area north of Montrose into Richard Montgomery at this tine.

"As nmuch as possible | would like to see a total consolidation and
merger of the two schools. However, that's not always possible and
it has not been possible in many of the other closure/consolidations
that Board nenbers have gone through. To the extent that it is
possible | think we should try and do it, but where it is not
possi bl e, where there are utilization factors involved, where there
is an opportunity to have that community work with the new school to
devel op and to be active participants in that school, | think we need
to encourage it, and we need to have a commitnent to both school s
beyond the cl osure consolidated school

"As far as Ritchie Park is concerned as Ms. Di Fonzo said, contrary
to the letters that | have been receiving and the phone calls that
have been left on ny answering machine, | raised the i ssue because
think it needs to be addressed. The fact of the matter is that
Ritchie Park is the closest elenentary school to Ri chard Mont gomery
not within the Richard Montgonmery service area. Mny of the letters
that | received suggested that there are sone options that are
possi bl e, nanely continuing the Horizon Hills students into Wotton
by assigning themto one of the other Wotton el enentary school s and
using Ritchie Park as a total Richard Montgonery feeder. | know the
conmunity responded to that negatively by pointing out sonme of the
inmpact. Quite frankly |I think we still may want to | ook at that
issue tonight. It is not one that | am enthusiastic about, but it
does have possibilities. | have also asked for sone information
about what would be the inpact of assigning the students north of
Montrose fromthe Wodward area into Ri chard Montgonmery and where
there is elementary school utilization and an opportunity for

el ementary school assignment. | amnot in favor as the
superintendent's recomendati on suggests tonight - the recommendation
is to reassign students at this point from Route 28.

"From the standpoint of the elementary schools and Tilden, |, too, do
not and cannot support the use of Tilden as an el enmentary school



Once we have that |arge an el enentary school whatever the capacity we
may say it is, the urge and I agree with the conmunity, the argunent
woul d be there for us that we would have to use its total capacity,
and | cannot support an elenentary school of that |arge a size

pl anned t hat way.

"As far as the elementary schools in the Whodward area, | would |ike
to see a way of bal ancing the enroll ment between Garrett Park and
Kensi ngt on- Par kwood, and | would support that. | would like to

mnimze at this point the additi on of permanent space onto

buil dings, but I could in discussing it this evening probably support
sone of that or defer some of that for another tine if it beconmes
later - not another time in the far future, but at some point now
because as | said earlier, what | think we need down-county and in
that area is not secondary school space but el enmentary school space,
and | think we need to address that and nove to address that as

qui ckly as possible. | don't knowif | have covered everything. |
think I may have. |If not, I"'msure | will have an opportunity to
comment on the rest of it as we nove al ong.

Dr. Cronin nmade the followi ng statenent:

"One of the things you have got to understand is sonething that
struck me when | was first sworn in, and sonething | said | ast week
at the hearing -- that first and forenost, a Board nenber nust
represent every conmunity in this county. Therefore, when parents
and children feel that their school is either being picked on or mnust
be preserved and so on, it is incunbent upon us to see it froma

| arger picture and therefore as | made the notion tonight, | think
there are a nunber of schools involved in this. W have obviously
Whodward and Walter Johnson. W have Richard Montgonery. W al so
have Wotton as a part of this. It is an unstated school not

i ncluded here by nmotion but still it is affected. One of the painfu
things is reading in a paper of a student who would go from one
school to another talk about students she had known for at |east a
year or two years and refer to the other school and say 'we hate
them' W are dealing here with people. W are dealing here with
our own children and, therefore, after this is done | think we have
got to cone back together to do sonme healing of some very tough

t hi ngs that have been said and a | ot of outright violent actions that
have occurred. | think we all as a community need to exani ne

oursel ves about what really is in our heart in this process. Is it
our kids or is it sonething a little nore venial and base that that?

"When | was going through this process, | |ooked first at educationa
program and the need to provide for students a strong, viable
expanded education program | asked nyself how could | explain to a

Nor t hwood student why | would close that school because there were
what | considered | ow programenrol |l nents and yet not consider that a
factor in other schools. Cost has to be a factor in this as well.
The assi gnment of students nust al so bal ance out program need and the
stress on the tax dollar in all parts of the county. Then | thought
let me lay out the school system policies and see if anything junps



out at me. As | laid themout they were all contradictory. So the
policy itself was not particularly useful. | had to | ook
substantially at the nunbers of students who were in particul ar
schools. To sonme of the schools, you were included in the process
because of a thought | sawin a letter that tal ked about perceptions.
It tal ked about a perception of protected communities, of conmunities
t hat had never been put on the table that no Board nmenber had ever

| ooked at because for some reason they had too nuch power, politica

i nfluence, were too rich, or you wouldn't dare go in and take a | ook
at them and in nmy mind | had to ook at themand then explain why I
woul d or would not do sonething in a rational, clear way that
everybody el se coul d understand and therefore that the perception
woul d be taken away.

"I am prepared to put Wodward into Walter Johnson. | believe the
conbination will provide us with a better, far stronger academc
program The idea of the super elenmentary school is not sonething
that I will support. | see no reason to do that if there are other
ways in which | can bal ance program

"Ri chard Montgonery nust have students, and | think it conmes down
substantially to two particular schools, either to Farm and or to
Ritchie Park. Ritchie Park was the first alternative. It is close
to Julius West, it can go to RM and it has al so been one of the
school s I know has been perceived as protected. |If Ritchie Park is
taken out of Wotton, | affect the Wotton population. If | cut
Horizon Hill off and put it into Cold Spring as one of the
suggestions was given, | face a problemthere of reducing Ritchie
Park's enrollment. Further | reduce the enroll nent by taking the
sixth grade out and putting it in Julius West. For a nunber of
reasons | was not prepared to do that. The Farm and conmunity as a

community | would nove to Richard Montgonery. | would do that first
on the basis of a conmunity. W have heard about bringi ng people
together. | would nove that entire conmunity. | would nake a

conmi tment, however, that the academ c program at Richard Montgonery
will be a very strong academ c program That the schools we are
tal ki ng about here - Wotton, Richard Montgonery, Churchill, and

VWl ter Johnson - will not in the future be distinguished except for
excel lence, and I will put that noney into those progranms so that no
one will perceive any of those schools as weaker, and I wll demand
fromthe adm nistration of those schools and the faculties a

conmm tnent to excellence. W have at our command here the resources
to guarantee excellent education to all our children, and I would
demand that we do it. There are other issues in here, but I wll not
take up nmore tinme. | would sinply ask that the community cone
together and help us in this entire corridor to provide excellent
education for our children.”

Dr. Shoenberg nmade the foll owi ng statenent:

"Let nme start at the other end. Let ne start with Richard

Mont gonmery. | recogni ze the need for nore students at Richard

Mont gonery, but 1'm not prepared to nake a deci sion enpl oyi ng any of
the options before us to add students to Richard Montgonmery except



t hrough special progranms which | very strongly support. | don't
think that either R chard Montgonery or Julius West is in danger of
becomi ng too small to be effectively operational in the next two
years. After that, they are, both of them but that is the tinme when
we will be redistricting for the new Quince Orchard H gh School and
certainly looking to the Watkins MII H gh School. It seens to ne
that that is the time within the context of that even to, in essence,
erase the boundary lines in that part of the county and start over
agai n.

"We built schools where there are popul ation centers to serve
particul ar popul ati ons anywhere from 15, to in the case of Richard
Mont gonmery | ong ago, but nost of the other schools 15 to 25 years

ago. The popul ati ons have noved or they are part of the ebb and fl ow
of popul ation that is characteristic of so many of our schoo

situations. It seens to ne we can't continue to insist on the sane
boundary lines year after year when, in fact, we see the popul ation
nmovi ng and changing. | think however we can wait for two years and

then do the redistricting that will add students to Ri chard

Mont gomery and to Rockville which will need themat that time and
probably to Gaithersburg which will need themat that time, and even
out our high school population in that part of the county that

i ncl udes roughly Rockville, Gaithersburg, and Gernantown and probably
may slop over a little bit into Potonmac or into the very northern
part of Bethesda or even into Wheaton. It may be a very large
problem but at sone point we've got to say okay, stop, we are going
to start this thing all over again, and we are going to nake it even
and then we'll begin. | think that there are a variety of things
that we can do under those circunstances, and that is what | favor at
this particular tinme.

"That means that | would favor |eaving the Wodward-\Walter Johnson
group of schools intact as far as their boundaries, the boundaries of
those clusters intact. | would, and I amsorry, favor the merger of
Wodward and Wal ter Johnson at the Walter Johnson site, but | do
favor the addition at Walter Johnson. | don't think we can ask those
two schools to cone together and try to shoe-horn theminto the

m ni mal avail abl e space. | think they have to have sonethi ng that
they can live with and work wth.

"I agree with the others who have tal ked, the idea of the very |large
el ementary school at Tilden is not attractive to me. Further nore, |
think that if we are going to say to folks who live in what's
basically the Luxmanor area and this was said by a forner principa

at the testinony on Saturday, it is really too nmuch fora conmunity to
have all three of its schools altered in that radical way all at

once, and | cannot support that.

"I think we ought to go ahead wi th the Kensington-Parkwod and
Garrett Park boundary adjustnment. | think we can do that now, and
think we can deal with for two ore three years with the overcrowdi ng
at Farm and and at Luxmanor by the addition of portables and nake
what is going to eventually have to be either some snall capita

i nprovenents or redistricting of those schools part of the nore



general plan of redistricting when we do the big change later on. So
that is generally where | amto start with."

M. Ew ng nade the follow ng statenent:

"My concerns in this area have to do initially but not exclusively

wi th educational programissues. | amvery nuch concerned that we
have hi gh school s which offer us the opportunity to schedul e for
students the kinds of progranms that students need. | do not nean by
that that | think we ought to expand greatly all of the electives,

but sinply that we need to make sure that our high schools are able
to offer all students the opportunity to obtain the kinds of
educational progranms that they need and, in particular, that they are
able to obtain advanced prograns in acadenic areas. That is a
problemin Walter Johnson and that is a problemal so, though I do
believe to a | esser extent, at Whodward. It is is a problemal so at
Ri chard Montgonery. That problem | think needs to be dealt with. It
needs to be dealt with in the context of sonme data on capacity versus
enrol | nent.

"If one adds up the capacity figures in the superintendent's
recomendations to the Board for those three schools, they add up to
a capacity today for 4,425 students. W have an enrollnment in those
school s today of 3,200 students, and that's declining or at least is
expected to decline further in the future, nor dramatically but
continuously over the next several years. VWhile it is true that
there are possibilities for additional growh, and | think sone of
those possibilities will indeed enmerge into real growmh and rea
enrol I ment additions, the capacity is very substantial. |If one adds
the capacity of Walter Johnson and Richard Mont gonmery together, they
total 3,345 students as against the 3,200 who are now enrolled in
those three schools. That is conpelling to nme. It is not the only
conpel ling thing about this set of proposals, but it is a conpelling
fact.

"We face the need in the county, and this is as all of us know a
count ywi de school system for which the Board has to make countyw de
ki nds of decisions -- we face in the county a najor need for
additional facilities up-county. W are in receipt of a letter from
the county executive urging us to make the | east possible nunber of
additions to the capital budget. W are, | believe, absolutely
obligated to assure that we do what is necessary to neet the very
urgent needs for additional facilities up-county. There the
overcrowding is dramatic and beconming nore of a problemw th every,
literally, with every passing day. | believe we have to deal with
that. | think we will have an extraordinarily difficult time dealing
with that if we do not indicate that we are doing everything within
our power to avoid capital costs where we can

"I do think we have to take account of conmunity inpact and of the
concerns of communities about facilities and the kinds of facilities
and the kinds of programs that exist. And I think we ought to do
that to the extent possible. There is after all a need in all of

t hese decisions for us to achi eve a bal ance between educati ona



program and facility needs, between the urgent need for stability in
educational institutions and the urgent need to take account of the

i nperatives of change. Change has been dramatic in Mntgomery
County. W reached a total enrollnment of 126,000 a little over a
decade ago, plunged in a decade to 90,000, and now we are starting
back up again, not just up-county but in sone parts of down-county as
well. Those are dramatic figures and they make it plain to ne as |I'm
sure they do to everybody in the roomthat there is a need for us to
make adj ustments. Up-county interestingly enough the addition of a
new school and the redrawi ng of boundaries is greeted for the nost
part as a happy even because it nmeans that children can, in fact, go
to schools where the prospect is for less crowding. It is not a
happy even in large parts of the county, and the events we are
dealing with tonight are certainly not happy ones. There is, |

think, therefore a need for use to take a close | ook at these issues.
My own viewis given the facilities situation in the three high
school s, it makes good sense for educational programreasons as well
as for facilities reasons to close Wodward and to consolidate it
with Walter Johnson at the Walter Johnson site.

"Secondly | believe very strongly that Tilden should remain as either
a 7-8 internmedi ate school or possibly and | hope the Board will

di scuss this as a 6-8 mddle school. | think it is inmportant for us
to avoid the creation of large or overlarge, let us put it that way,
el ementary schools, and | amfearful that if we create an el enentary
there it would end up being an overlarge elenmentary school wth al
the difficulties of an educational programkind that that presents.

| amcertainly eager for us to take advantage of the agreenent of the
Garrett Park and Kensington-Parkwood communities to redistrict

bet ween those two schools so that neither one is overcrowled or at

| east so that we have bal anced the enrol I nent between themas well as
possible. | amprepared to see us add portables or perhaps a smnal
four or five classroom addition depending on the need to Luxmanor

"I now want to switch to Ri chard Montgomery because | want to cone
back to an issue | think is key to all of this. The option to
devel op special prograns at Richard Montgonery to add 300 to 400
students there is an option that | proposed and that | strongly

support. | hope the Board will adopt it. | think it will be
i mensely hel pful to Richard Montgonmery as well as to students from
out side that service area who choose to attend. | agree with Ms.

Prai sner that we ought to go through the process and, indeed, |
bel i eve the option specifies that as indicated in the policy the
Board adopted at her instance to devel op special programs in
conjunction with the community school there. | amconvinced that we
shoul d not add the comunities along Route 28. | think that really
is an issue that has to be dealt with in 1988 when Qui nce Orchard
opens and not now.

"I am al so convinced that adding Ritchie Park to Ri chard Mntgonery
is not a reasonable solution to the problemin front of use which in
part is to balance the enrollments at Richard Montgonery and to add
students to that school. | do not believe that adding 300 to 400



students to the Richard Montgonery student body will by itself be
enough which brings ne to the crucial issue, and | think a nunber of
ot her Board nmenbers have nentioned it, what do we do about the issue

of adding a school to Richard Montgonery. |If we assign Farmiand to
Ri chard Montgonery, that relieves us of the necessity of adding an
addition to Walter Johnson, a consolidated school. That | think is

an inportant criterion for us to look at in that it makes it possible
for us to save that investnment. At the sanme time there is the very
real prospect as raised by the Walter Johnson comunity that if

Farm and is not contained within the conbined school service area
that may well result in underutilization and underenrol |l nent at the
consol i dated school, and | think that's a serious problemas well and

one that the Board needs to discuss tonight. On balance, | |ean
strongly in the direction of assigning Farm and to Richard

Mont gonmery. | have a number of questions that | want to raise about
that, but 1'll do that after we have had the opportunity to hear from
ever ybody.

Dr. Floyd nade the follow ng statenent:

"M. President, it seens to nme we have now cone to the ninth inning
of the Area 2 facilities decision-making process, and in so doing

can appreciate the feeling of that octogenarian unpire who was

expl aining to Joe Garagiola one tinme how he cane to grips with having
to make close calls behind the plate. He said, 'l call themlike

see them Sonetinmes | see themand | call themand they are balls.

At other tinmes | see themand | call themand they are strikes, but
until |1 see themand until | call themthey ain't nothing.'

"For a nunber of nonths now we have been engaged in the process of
seeing the facts in these cases which are before us. The cases which
are before us are the ones which are enbodied in the superintendent's
recommendati on and those that have been added by the Board as
alternatives. W have had the benefit of seeing the results of the
wor k of the MCPS pl anning staff, we had the results of the
superintendent's prelimnary and final recommendations, the options
that were added by the Board and we have had, M. President, the
experi ence of hearing the wishes, beliefs, and aspirations of the
peopl e as they have net with us and revealed to us their thoughts
through letters, phone calls, and public hearings. The people's

voi ces have ranged from al nost deifying the superintendent's
recomendati ons regardi ng these issues, to inplying that sone type of
denoni ¢ pl ague may have been visited upon the MCPS children. Sone
peopl e had advi sed us that they the people agree with the
superintendent's proposals and that the job of the Board is nerely to
endor se those proposals because they come fromthe professional staff
whi ch the Board has hired. Qur job as a Board is to get on with the
busi ness and take their word. Sadly this advice really belies the
real purpose of the school board. As far back as 1647 when the first
public school systemwas forned in the Massachusetts Bay Col ony the
final authority and responsibility was vested not in the pros who
were hired to |l ead the school but in the local citizens selected to
govern them The state of Massachusetts passed the first statew de
legislation in 1789 which enconpassed this feature of the people



havi ng the responsibility to govern their schools, and today that
feature endures in every state.

"My point in exposing this little bit of history is to enphasize the
differing responsibilities between the Board and the superintendent
in these matters. The superintendent recomends courses of action

t he Board deci des on behalf of the people whether that course of
action will likely nmeet the objectives and the goals that are
expected. The superintendent proposes then, and the Board di sposes.
No one in this roomunderstands and appreciates this reality better
than Dr. Cody. Cbviously he is pleased when the Board agrees with
his recommendation, but | submt to you that frommy know edge of him
he isn't denoralized and destroyed if the Board has sone other ideas.
He knows that it is all a part of the process of governing.

"What then shall be our course of action in the issues that are
before us? | have studied these issues, and | note that there has
been sone di scussion about the detrinental educational inmpact in sone
cases if we don't take certain courses of action. | do not see any
adverse raci al bal ance issues involved in any of these itens. There
i s sone di scussion about cost effectiveness, but neither do | see any
basic building facilities renovation issues. Luxmanor is the only
school that is recommended in this set of issues for closure. And
when | look at that | do not see an underutilization issue there. So
the matters then beconme what shall we do and how shall we proceed.

"Let me take Richard Montgonmery first and try to di scuss each ot her
school in seriatim | wll support the boosting of the specialized
programto which M. BEwing just referred. Regrettably | cannot
support the notion about extending the boundary line to the west -
Route 28 area - because | think that is a matter which can and should
be consi dered and resol ved when the new hi gh school, Quince Ochard
area, comes on line. The Board' s alternatives which added Ritchie
Park and Farm and to the deliberations were not in ny view, contrary
to some opinion, ill-advised and replete with vengeful notives.
However, after careful thought and analysis, |'ve concluded that both
alternatives are too flawed and contain too many counterproductive

i mpacts to merit nmy support. | cannot ask students at Ritchie Park
and Farm and to stop wal king to nearby school buildings and to get on
a bus to be transported el sewhere unless | amprovided with nore
nobl e purposes than has thus far been the case. | therefore concl ude
that the school boundaries in those particular schools should remain
intact and my support of that conclusion will be in that respect.

"Now with respect to Walter Johnson and Wodward clusters and their
feeder schools, I note with much personal frustration the seem ngly
intractability of solutions inherent in each of the options that we
face here. Sone people have described this situation as robbing
Peter to pay Paul. | don't know Peter, and |I've never net Paul, but
I"mnot interested in robbing Charles to pay Walter, either

"Let's ook first at Tilden. The superintendent's proposal to
convert Tilden to an elenmentary school is not one which I can
support. Let ne observe firsthand that el enentary schools are



designed and built to provide supporting educational environnments for
little people. Tilden, although a very fine and sound buil di ng, does

not fit this requirenent. It was designed and built for m ddle-sized
peopl e. The proposal to convert Tilden in that case is flawed in ny
judgnment on at least two fronts. It is too |arge, and comments have

al ready been made about the goals of elenentary schools which the
Board and this school system subscribe to. This plan does not neet
them Secondly, no internal nodernizations have been proposed that
wi Il make Tilden a suitable educational environment for little
people. At |east not enough has been proposed to merit mnmy support.

"Let us now | ook at Walter Johnson and Whodward. The proposal in the
superintendent's recomendation is to consolidate Wodward into

Wal ter Johnson in the fall of '88 with approximately 1832 students in
grades 9 to 12. This is about 207 over Walter Johnson's current
capacity of 1625. To renedy this excess over current capacity, it is
proposed to build 10 additional roons onto the Walter Johnson
facility at a cost of $1.5 mllion or $3 mllion when debt service is
i ncluded. Let us look further at future projections before we decide
on these two schools. From 1989 and -90 the conbined totals are put
at 1742 or just 117 over the current capacity. Five years out in
1990 to 1991 the conbined totals are put at 1587 or 38 under Walter
Johnson's current capacity. | note also that the new ten room
addition will put the enlarged Walter Johnson capacity at 2,000
students, but the student projections do not reach that nunber unti
around t he year 2000.

"Now try to followne a little bit further with this anal ysis because
intrying to cone to a decision | asked nyself, why do we need to
consol idate in 1988 at a cost of $3 million when we can consolidate
in '90 which is two years later wi thout spending the $3 mllion? It
m ght require some rel ocatables, but they don't cost quite that much.
The reply that | have heard from a nunber of sources and from sone
Wl ter Johnson people and a few Wodward peopl e, too, depending on

who was doing the talking - is that Walter Johnson doesn't have
enough students to offer a broad range of course offerings as B-CC,
VWi tman, Churchill, and so forth. And so | asked what is the

magni t ude of this problem The gui dance advisory conmittee at Walter
Johnson reports that in 85-86 there were 102 students reporting
schedul e problens. That is about 10 percent of the student

popul ation there, and the range in the nunber of students reporting
probl ems went from about 3 percent in grade 9 to up to as high as 20
percent in grade 12. Cearly this is a matter which needs attention
and needs it badly. However, I'mnot certain that the best way or
the only way in which one can address that particular problemis to
conbi ne the two schools and spend the $3 mllion. W have heard sone
say that students were unable to take all of the honors and advanced
pl acenent courses they wanted due to schedul e i nadequaci es
necessitated by the smaller enrollment. Just how many students are
in this case? | have asked that question and the response tends to
be less than finite to say the |l east. People have said a few, sone,
a good many, and responses such as that.

"Now |''m not going to do what our county executive recently did with



our capital proposals. |In one of the areas he took the gross anount
and divided by the nunber of students and came out with a fallacious
assessnment of the per student cost of an addition which were were
proposing to build. 1'mnot going to take his nethods to figure out
how rmuch per student this $3 mllion proposal would cost, but | do
wonder about the efficiency, the cost, and the remedy that is being
pr oposed.

"There undoubtedly will be sonme other propositions that will energe

t hrough the course of our discussions this evening, and I wll have
to consider those as they energe, but on the face of it | cannot
support the basic recommendation as it stands just to consolidate the
two schools and build a ten-roomaddition in order to support this
consolidation. Wat | ask is since we propose to consolidate in '88
and wi |l have 207 nore students in Walter Johnson that it can
acconmodate, why aren't we considering using relocatables to stemthe
overflow? This Board cl osed Northwood and put sone portabl es at
Kennedy and Einstein, what's the difference?

"Finally I acknow edge that the only facility in all of these

di scussions that is proposed to be closed is Luxmanor which

referred to a while ago, and no one has said that buildi ng needs
renodeling. Sinply stated by some, it doesn't fit into our needs at
the nmonent, but | disagree and think that building should remain open
as wel | .

"We are thus confronted with the question of what to do that's best

to serve the common good. It is an exasperating question, but
realizing that we nake decisions here that affect the people' s two
nmost prized possessions, their children and their noney, | cannot see

that either their children or their noney will best be served by
effecting the consolidation at this tine as proposed.

"A nunber of people have testified before this Board on both sides of
the issue, and they have rem nded us that next year 1986, four of us
will be up for reelection. The inplication of this rem nder is that
we nust satisfy all sides which is an inpossible task to say the

| east or we just mght not get reelected. Now | dare not speak for
others who are so affected, but as for nme, | shall cast ny vote in
the manner that | believe to be right, just, and in the best
interested of the students, all of the students in this schoo

system And if that precludes further opportunity for this kind of
service, then so be it. | face this particular challenge as did U

S. Senator Henry day of Kentucky back in 1850 when the federa

gover nment was deci ding on the proper course of a great conpromn se of
that day. |If there is only one right option, 1'd rather be right on
t hese issues, than to be on this board."

Ms. Slye nade the follow ng remarks

"I"d like to start ny discussion of the issues on a slightly
different tone. Today | had the opportunity to chat with one of our
Mont gonmery County public school principals, M. Arch Webster from
Til den. The occasion of our discussion was to thank himfor a letter
that he had sent hone addressed to Tilden parents rem nding all of



us, of whom | amone, that the bottomline of facilities discussions
are educational program opportunities for students, and that it is
our job as parents and as educators first of all to support those
deci sions that make the nost opportunities available to the nost
students, and secondly in dealing with our young people during
difficult tinmes that m ght involve change for themthat we encourage
and support themin the belief that situations no matter how changed
will give themthe opportunity for success. The ability to not only
survive but to thrive in a variety of situation is critical to young
peopl e' s devel opnment, and his nmessage to parents was short and sweet.
It was a reminder that this is our basic task. As Board nenbers,
that's our basic task, too, to create through the responsible use of
our facilities, those situations and opportunities that pernmt young
peopl e, students, to thrive and survive in conditions that are nopst
conduci ve to good learning. On that point, | nust take issue with ny
col l eague, Dr. Floyd, and say that | will support a nmerger of Walter
Johnson and Wodward for the enriched program opportunities that such
an action would create for our students.

"For those of you who question how | can make such a statenent,
must say that it is troubling daily to ne that students in these
communities get up and go to school, one group of students in a
situation in which they no | onger have enough students to have the
same program opportunities as other Mntgonmery County students do,
and the other in a building which has never been | arge enough to
of fer the sane opportunities as other Mntgomery County public
students have always had. | think that that is not reasonable.

"Secondly, | think | feel a strong need to support the community's
request to maintain Tilden as an internediate school at the Tilden
facility. In the course of ny discussion with M. Wbster today he
pointed out to ne, and | invite the Board to note the fact, that

Til den has nade sone special progranmatic nodifications that in his
view are either non-transportable or transportable with sone
difficulty. They include a video tape programw th a studio that has
been specially equi pped. They have a nodified adaptive p.e. facility
which is easily reached via the I evel of the building that features
el evator accessibility and the elevator is located right next to the
ranp for the cafeteria as well as to the main classroomw ng. He
feels that the Tilden facility is particularly well designed for
students of this age group, and that they have a special program as
wel I which is adapted for conmputer-related English | anguage arts
instruction that has required additional wring and support
facilities. It would be costly to very least to relocate or nodify
another facility to accommopdate these programmati c needs. There are
in addition to the 110 | earning center students at Tilden this year
si x wheel chair students and they are anticipated to remain with the
student body. So these considerations are not mnor

"Additionally, | think I have a great need to respect the community's
cooperative effort and to encourage themto nmutually solve the
boundary probl ens insofar as possible between the Garrett Park and
Kensi ngt on- Par kwood comunities, and for this Board to provide
tenmporary relief at least at the remaining elementary level with the



use of portables until we can see what permanent support m ght be
needed for the programat that level. | think in that vein the
conmunities need to be conmended for the anmount of cooperation and
mut ual harnony and constructive progress they have made toward

resol utions that are acceptable to them under very, very trying
conditions. | think that exhibits the finest type of support for the
public school system for which Montgomery County is absolutely fanpus
and deserves to be. Thank you for those efforts.

"I don't deny in any of this discussion that the R chard Mntgonery
communi ty does, indeed, need support and is in need of additiona

students. However, | cannot support at this time the addition of
Farm and or Ritchie Park to Richard Montgonery as the solution to
that problem | say that for a variety of reasons. |If Farmand is

the preferred solution of the R chard Montgonmery community as
suggested to this Board, the novenent of Farm and to Richard

Mont gomery woul d underenrol |l Valter Johnson ultimately. It would
underenrol |l Tilden i medi ately and conprom se the programatic
opportunities for students there. It would deprive the Walter

Johnson/ Wodward clusters of mnority diversity, at the sane tine
adding a very diverse popul ation group to a school that is already
twice as high in mnority population as any of its surroundi ng high
school area. That mght not be a conpelling racial issue, but I
certainly think it is a major racial issue to take into

consi derati on.

"In addition, | nust express strong opposition to sonme of the
suggesti ons proposed here tonight that the Farm and community be

redi vided north of Montrose Road. That nerger has only been conpl ete
for four years. There has been intense effort on the part of both
conmunities to create strong cooperation and harnony. The program at
Farm and is remarkably successful from an acadenic and soci al
standpoint. | think to redivide that conmunity would be extremnely
destructive. Additionally, | would point out to Board nenbers that
the Farm and comunity north of Montrose Road is 50 percent minority,
and the inpact would be even graver on the resulting Walter

Johnson/ Wodwar d cl uster school and on Richard Montgonery than the
nmoverent of Farm and itself which does, indeed, in ny view present a
raci al bal ance issue. Additionally, Richard Montgonery's needs are
pressing, but as Dr. Shoenberg said they are not imrediate in the
sense that they can be supported in a variety of other ways for a
short, and | do stress, short period of tine.

"The situation which surrounds Richard Montgonmery is in ny view stil
devel opi ng and nust be viewed, to be viewed effectively, as a whole.
Toni ght we have assigned a ninth grade to Rockville H gh School

Even with that nodification Rockville Hi gh School wll be
underenrolled within three to five years. Devel opnent up-county is

i ntense and provision for the needs of all students in that and
adjoining areas will need conplete and thorough review Therefore, |
wi Il support Dr. Shoenberg's notion relative to R chard Mntgonery
and the nmerger of Walter Johnson/Wodward. He has indicated he is
supportive of the addition if needed. | amas well; however, funding
is agrave difficulty for us, and | think realistically we mght not



be able to expect to receive that funding. Therefore, | think we
shoul d exam ne cl osely the questions that have been raised by the
community relative to the enrollnments as projected and see if there
is latitude that can be determ ned within the projected enroll nent
figures or as Dr. Floyd as suggested nove in the fashion that we have
in other closure issues when we have provi ded portables on a
tenporary basis.”

M. Foubert made the foll owi ng statenent:

"Anyone who thinks this issue was easy for the Board to solve, is
just not right. Sonetines it is our job to nmake a tough deci sion
even though it mght be an unpopular one with sone people. As a
Board nmenber, here is the problemwhich | face. There are two high
schools less than one nile away fromeach other. Enrollnent at each
school is projected to drop bel ow 800 students by 1990. Enroll nent
gui del i nes set the bare mninumenrollnent of a high school at 1,000

students. In order to nmaintain a viable program we have to put
additional staff into each school which costs noney. Operating two
bui | di ngs when we coul d operate one also costs a lot. In addition

as enrol |l nent drops, the educational opportunities of the students
al so decrease. Al of this concerns me. Boundary changes with

adj acent clusters would apparently not provide a | ong-term sol ution
The two-school canmpus at the outset nmay have seened an attractive
option, but turns out to be inpractical and costly.

"It has beconme evident to ne that either Wodward or Walter Johnson
must close. Selling the Walter Johnson site and using the noney to
finance an addition to Wodward seened like a fair and interesting

i dea; however, the planning board has stated that the facility is
zoned residentially not for a business. Furthernore, even if the
buil ding was sold, there is no guarantee that the County Counci
woul d give the noney back to the Board of Education. The Walter
Johnson building is |larger and coul d accommpdat e nore students than
the Woodward facility, and transportation costs would be m ni nal
because of the close location of the two buildings. The educationa
program at each school appears to be very strong. The racial
conmposition in nmy opinion is not a concern in this matter. It does
not approach the 20 percent variance |level. Upon consolidation, the
i npact on the community may be rough at first, but there is life
after closure. Although a big part of nme does not want to close
Whodward, the logical part of nme tells ne that that is the way | nust
vote. |, therefore, support the reconmendati on to consolidate
Whodward at the Walter Johnson canpus and keep the Whodward facility
for other MCPS purposes.

"I cannot support the option to make Tilden a very large el enentary
school. | favor keeping it as an internmedi ate school. In sone ways
the option may | ook good on paper,but | do believe it is unsound
educationally. | don't believe that it is right to create such a

| arge el ementary school. | would favor boundary changes whi ch coul d
of fset high and low elenentary enrollnment. | would also Iike to see
if we can avoid capital costs at the Walter Johnson facility. 1In



doing this we could either send some or all of the Farnm and students
to Richard Mont gonery.

"I would al so favor a special programfor the Ri chard Montgomery Hi gh
School. It has becone clear to nme that Richard Mntgonery does need
a special program but they also need nore than that. They need
regul ar students to nmaintain a viable program |If Wodward does
close, it would seemillogical to me to send all their students to
one ot her high school when another school |ike Ri chard Montgonery
needs students, and they need them now and even on top of that when
students added to R chard Montgonery may of fset capital costs at the
VWl ter Johnson facility. | amnot nor have | ever been in favor of
sending Ritchie Park students to Richard Montgonery. | do not think
that this is logical to send students who live in one nei ghborhood,
nost of whomor at |east sone of whomwalk to Ritchie Park, and who
are basically next door to that school. | cannot support that

option. | can also not support the option to send students in the
Hunt i ngt on Wbods, Stonebridge, and DuFief MII| areas nor the yet to
be devel oped areas in the Lakewood El ementary School area. 1 also am
agai nst sending students in the Fields Road Elementary area. | do
not feel that | aminclined to close the Luxmanor facility as well.

| would favor adjusting the Wodward el enentary school area
