Re:  SUPERI NTENDENT' S ADVI SORY COW TTEE
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REPORT ON THE EDUCATI ON OF THE
G FTED AND TALENTED AND THE STAFF
RESPONSE TO THE REPORT

Dr. Vance stated that his responses to the report indicated his
continued conm tnment and support for the Board' s policy on the
education of gifted and talented students. He hoped that they
woul d be able to rebuild their commtnent to the education of the
gifted and talented. Critical nmasses had a way of defining and
redefining thenselves, and he considered this population as a
critical mass. This did not nean it represented a higher
priority than other students in the school system but they
ranked at the top of his priority list.

Ms. Ethelyn Onen said that she had been a nenber of the
commttee for about 11 years and had been its chair for six
years. She now had two co-chairs: M. Juanita Tamayo Lott and
Ms. Judie Muntner, principal of Damascus El enentary School. She
al so wel coned Dr. Judy Ackerman, Ms. Marilyn Van Degrift, Dr.
Wavel i ne Starnes, and Ms. Sandi Harris.

Ms. Onen reported that this was not a large commttee, and every
year they selected certain itenms to study. Last year their
commttee focused on the budget, continuity of instruction,

consi stency and equity, and the nmagnet prograns. Their
recommendati ons were designed to inprove prograns for gifted and
tal ented students; however, it was their intent that they would
al so have a positive effect on the education of all students. It
was also their intent that the recommendati ons presented in the
report would not require additional funding but rather a re-

exam nation and re-ordering of priorities.

On Friday, Ms. Onen had received the staff response. She had
found this to be the nost responsive reply to their
recommendati ons that she had ever seen, and she thanked Dr.
Vance. She woul d skip over the their budget recommendati ons and
start with "consistency and equity." She believed that the
school should not determ ne the programreceived. The child
shoul d recei ve an education appropriate to his or her needs no
matt er whi ch school he or she attended. As MCPS noved toward
nore site-based managenent, they were concerned that prograns

m ght not serve the gifted and tal ented students equitably and
adequately if sonme m ni mum procedures in accountability were not
established. They had all heard that there was reluctance by
sone principals and teachers to educate gifted students
adequately. Their recomendati on was that accountability for
gifted and tal ented programm ng was the responsibility of the
school principal. Inplenmentation and quality control should be
ensured through principal review and eval uati on.

Ms. Omnen said their third recomendati on was that speci al
assessnments and objectives related to differentiated progranm ng
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for gifted and tal ented should be included within the School

| mpr ovenent Managenent Plan. Their fourth recommendation was to
develop training materials that focused attention on
differentiation of instruction for students above and bel ow grade
| evel. They recomrended devel oping a | ong-range plan for
training teachers and principals to neet the needs of an

i ncreasingly diverse student population. The fifth
recomendation had to do with comruni cati on because parents who
were well infornmed about progranms and schools would be hel pful to
their children in conpleting their school work. They asked that
there be established a systematic process for comrunicating with
parents at each school about progranms for all students, including
the gifted.

In regard to continuity of instruction, Ms. Lott stated that
there were two recommendations relating specifically to the fact
they were in a transition froma K-6 to a K-5 elenmentary schoo
structure and its effect on the centers for the highly gifted.
They felt that children com ng out of the centers needed to have
their level of instruction continued if they went back to their
home schools. They saw the need to have an interimpolicy until
all schools were converted to the K-5 structure. The sixth
recomendati on was to designate those m ddle schools that could
adequat el y accommpdate the instructional needs of students re-
entering the mai nstream from special prograns |like the highly
gifted center prograns. They asked that consideration be given
to a variety of options ranging fromtransferring an individual
student to transferring an entire center class to the sane mddle
school. The commttee appreciated the support of the Board and
the superintendent in ternms of restoring the G&T coordi nator
positions in the mddle school to address this popul ation.

Ms. Lott said their seventh recommendation was that a transition
team shoul d be fornmed to provide for instructional planning and
pl acenent of students fromthe centers for the highly gifted.
The team woul d include staff fromthe centers, the office of
enriched and innovative instruction, and the appropriate m ddl e
school. To ensure continuity of instruction, the transition
teans shoul d base pl acenent decisions on results of assessnents
in mathematics and English. For exanple, mathematics pl acenents
of sixth grade students m ght range fromthose placed in sixth
grade |l evel mathematics to those placed in high school |eve

mat hematics. They hoped that by doing this the children would
continue to progress. She pointed out that there were 800
applicants for Takoma which pointed out that there was a need for
t hese ki nds of prograns.

In regard to magnet schools, Dr. Ackerman said they only focused
on the secondary magnets: Blair, Takoma Park, and Eastern. They
felt that the needs of many children were well served by being in
t hese progranms. For many of these students, it was the first
time they had been chall enged and were with a group of peers.
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The magnets set up sone good instructional nodes that could be

used for children throughout the county. The commttee was

di smayed at the |ack of funding for dissem nating sone of the

high quality prograns fostered by the magnets. Their eighth

recommendation was to reinstate funds for after-school and sumer

extensi ons of the magnets' specialized prograns. They were

pl eased to see that the activity buses had been restored. The

ot her special programwas the sumrer excursions programthat

Bl air had generated for younger students about science and math.
Funds had been cut for that, but now the school system was

| ooki ng for funds from corporations to sponsor this.

Dr. Ackerman reported that their ninth recommendati on was to
reinstate funds for the dissem nation of successful nagnet
practices and curricula. The staff response addressed several
concrete plans, and the conmttee hoped these would conti nue.

She indicated that there were press reports about the magnets
that did not present a very good picture of what the nmagnets were
about and the invol venent of the magnet students in the total
school program Their tenth recommendati on was to get nore
people in to experience the secondary magnet prograns first-hand.

Ms. Van Degrift stated that their recommendati on was that the
budget for the identification and education of gifted and

tal ented students, with system support, be sustained at |east at
the present level and that additional funds be allocated to

i npl emrent the Board's policy on the education of the gifted.

Last year the enriched and innovative instruction unit supported
20 percent of the students in the county with less than .001
percent of the MCPS budget. During the past three years 30 of 36
positions had been reduced. They had six FTE positions
remai ni ng. There had been reductions in materials and part-tine
prof essional staff which exacerbated the effects of the personnel
cuts. In FY 1991, $266, 000 was budgeted for part-tinme

pr of essi onal and support personnel, and |ast year in FY 1992 the
budget ed amount was $142, 000 but only $78, 000 was spent because
of the freeze. This year the budgeted anmount was $132, 000, and
the freeze was again in effect.

Ms. Van Degrift stated that the responsibilities of the

remai ning six staff had al so increased due to the nmerging of the
gifted and talented and magnet units and the | oss of the magnet
coordi nator position. These reductions had affected the delivery
of programs for students and the inplenentation of Board policy.
The Board's action to reinstate the mddle school .2
coordinators was an inportant addition to the MCPS budget. She
referred the Board to a list of itens that had been cut.

Ms. Muntner reported that next year they would be | ooking at
testing, MSPP, CRTs, and the different state tests and their
effect on gifted students. They were going to be |ooking at the
honors prograns at the secondary |level, and they woul d | ook again
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at parent conmmunication, both internal and external. They would
be working with Brian Porter about publicity for gifted and

tal ented prograns. They would continue to | ook at who was
account abl e and how t hat was managed. As usual, they would watch
t he budget.

M. Abranms said that as they were | ooking at honors prograns, it
seened to himthey should | ook at the applicants who were not

sel ected or chose not to attend the nmagnet prograns. They m ght

| ook at that subset for delivery of whole or partial aspects of
those progranms. They had tal ked about distance |earning, and he
wonder ed whet her there were ways of sharing the benefits of those
prograns within that community.

M's. Brenneman thought that the superintendent's responses were
extrenely positive. They were tal king about how to | et people
know about gifted and tal ented prograns, and the sanme thing was
true about the dissem nation of the magnet practices. The idea
had to get out that there was di ssem nati on of magnet practices
because teachers were going out fromthe magnet schools into

ot her schools. However, it did not appear that parents were
aware of this. Parents did not know that their children were
benefitting fromthe expertise devel oped in the nagnet prograns.

It seened to M. Ewing that they had not yet resolved the issue
of accountability. This was particularly problematic with
respect to the elenentary schools. There were elenentary schools
where principals and teachers took the responsibility to devel op
good prograns, and there were other principals who took the view
they did not need to do anything about gifted and tal ented
education. He saw that as a failure on the part of those
principals to observe the requirenents of the Board's policy on
gifted and tal ented education. The superintendent had said that
t he managenent plans for all schools should include prograns for
gifted and talented and that Dr. Fisher and her staff of
directors would be | ooking at this. He thought this was one of

t he great weaknesses in their program and sonething the conmttee
and school system should focus on. At present they had no other
real dedicated resources for that purpose, and this was a ngjor
probl em

M. Ewing stated that they had | ost sonme resources in regard to
the di ssem nation of |essons | earned which was a problem There
were attacks on magnet schools, and people were saying that
resources devoted to magnet schools were at the expense of other
schools; therefore, it created an inequity. Wile these schools
did get nore, it was not as nmuch as people thought they did.
This was an opportunity for the school systemto denonstrate that
magnets were an investnent that paid off for many students, not
just those in the magnets. |If MCPS were able to do this, it

m ght elimnate sone of that criticism To the extent they were
not able to do this because of budget shortfalls, they were
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underm ning their own case for the utility and w despread

ef ficacy of magnet schools. They argued that one of the reasons
for prograns for the gifted and talented students was to devel op
a better understanding through i nnovati on on how best to teach
and how best to learn, and they ought to be able to explain to
the general public that those | essons were avail able for many
students, not just those in prograns for the gifted. He hoped
that they would continue to build on the suggestions nade by the
commttee. Ms. Onen commented that nmany students throughout the
school system were benefitting fromthe curricula devel oped in

t he magnets, but parents did not realize this was going on.

Ms. Qutierrez comrented that their comng attracti ons sounded
very interesting. She asked that they | ook at the underserving
of mnorities in the honors program at the high school |evel.
She woul d be interested in any advice they m ght have about
increasing mnority participation in honors courses. Secondly,
she woul d be interested in any thoughts they had on testing of
very young children because there were pros and cons about doing
that. She would be interested in an appropriate age |evel for
testing and what tests were appropriate.

M's. Fanconi thought that all advisory commttees should take a
| esson fromthe work plan devel oped by this commttee. Dr.
Cheung t hanked the nenbers of the conmttee for their very fine
report.

M's. Fanconi reported that she and the superintendent had
attended the kick-off for the opening of the school-based pilots
whi ch was a col | aborative arrangenent between MCPS and soci al
services and health agencies. These will be based in the Rocking
Horse, Summt Hall, and H ghland facilities. For many years the
Board had tal ked about the need for community agencies to assi st
MCPS in dealing with famly problens affecting the ability of
children to learn. She hoped that they would see an expansi on of
the pilots.
