 Richard Montgomery would like to congratulate Instrumental Music teacher Peter 
Perry on successfully defending his dissertation to complete his degree as a Doctor 
of Music Arts in Music Education from Shenandoah University in Front Royal, VA.

 Molly Zhang, senior at Richard Montgomery High School, won a $40,000 college 
scholarship in the 15th annual Siemens Competition in Math, Science & Technolo-
gy. Zhang was one of six high schoolers in the individual finals, which were held in

Yizhen Zhang, senior at Richard 
Montgomery, was also a semifinalist in the 2014 Siemens Competition in Math, Sci-
ence & Technology.

MCPS Will Follow Contingency Calendar for 2014-

2015 

If MCPS has to make up instructional days in the 2014–
2015 school year due to emergency closings, MCPS will fol-
low the already approved contingency calendar for the 2014
–2015 school year. MCPS will add days onto the end of the 
school year, unless a waiver is granted by the Maryland 
State Department of Education. MCPS will not open on holi-
days, reduce spring break or cancel negotiated professional 

days. 

 

The contingency plan, indicating when days will be made up 
if the number of emergency closings exceeds four days, is as 
follows. If the school year is disrupted by emergencies and 

schools are closed— 

 

 5 days—the school year will be extended by one day to 

Monday, June 15, 2015; 

 6 days—the school year will be extended by two days to 

June 15 and June 16, 2015; 

 7 days—the school year will be extended by three days 

to June 15, 16 and 17, 2015; 

 8 days—the school year will be extended by four days to 

June 15, 16, 17 and 18, 2015; and 

 9 days—the school year will be extended by five days to 

June 15, 16, 17, 18 and 19, 2015.

Superintendent Joshua P. Starr is recommending a $2.4 
billion operating budget for Fiscal Year (FY) 2016, which 
includes $103.6 million in additional spending that will 
allow MCPS to manage its continued growth, narrow 

achievement gaps, and prepare students for the future. 

Dr. Starr presented his recommendation to the Mont-
gomery County Board of Education on Tuesday, Decem-
ber 9, emphasizing that it is part of a multiyear budget-

ing strategy that began in FY 2014. 

“My budget recommendation builds on the investments 
we have made the past two years to ensure we are serv-
ing our students to the highest level,” Dr. Starr said. “I 
am recommending a budget that will allow us to keep up 

with our growing enrollment, while ensuring that all stu-
dents have the skills and knowledge they need to be pre-

pared to thrive in their future.” 

Most of the $103.6 million spending increase will be used 
to provide the same level of services to a growing number 
of students; fund ongoing salaries and benefits; and man-
age increasing operational costs. The recommendation 
includes $8.2 million in strategic priority enhancements 
that are focused on improving student performance while 
narrowing achievement gaps. Dr. Starr’s recommendation 
also includes $23.3 million that will be needed to replace 
the one-time revenue source the Montgomery County 
Council used to fund retiree benefits in the FY 2015 budg-

et.
