Research shows that access to early learning 
can positively change a student’s trajectory. 
Unfortunately, many families impacted 
by poverty do not have the resources to 
independently provide these early learning 
experiences. To combat this disparity in 
access, MCPS—with unwavering support from 
our county government—has made significant 
investments to expand prekindergarten seats, 
which primarily support students impacted 
by poverty. Data show that this investment 
is paying dividends. Students with access 
to prekindergarten are outperforming their 
peers who did not have this opportunity. 
MCPS is committed to achieving universal 
prekindergarten.
