feasibility of reopening an el enmentary school in the Churchill/Walter

Johnson area.

6. Dr. Cronin asked for a listing of the tenants in the Cabin John
bui | di ng.

7. M. Ewi ng suggested that the final version of the facilities plan
i nclude nore narrative in descriptions of schools in the Richard
Mont gonery cl uster.

Ms. Praisner suggested they work with Park
and Planning to take a planned school |ocation and follow the
proj ecti ons, devel opnent and occupancy in that area and nonitor
whet her devel opnent increased nore rapidly when it was decided to

pl ace a school. Dr. Cronin asked staff to check into whether a
graduate school or students would be interested in doing such a
st udy.

13. M. Ewi ng asked about the projections in enrollnent in special
schools in relation to increased student projections in regular
school s.

14. M. BEwi ng suggested that the Board m ght want to decide for
itself whether the Council approach to stadiumlighting was sonething
the Board agreed with. Ms. Praisner said it would be useful if they
had a position with clear information on options and process and with
recomendati ons fromthe superintendent.

15. Ms. Praisner asked that the Board receive a schedule for the
construction of elenmentary school gyns and the process the staff was
using for assessing needs.
