All eligible Grade 12 students residing in the county may apply in the fall of Grade 11 for enroliment in Grade 12.
Students will need to pass an occupational medical exam and clear a background check prior to being admitted.

Grade 10 students residing in the county can apply in the fall of Grade 10 for enrollment beginning summer before Grade 11.

Students can only enter in Grade 10. Transportation is the responsibility of the student/family. There are some costs to some parents for Early College programs.

Seneca Vallez HS: Offering 10 regional college and career programs to eligible MCPS students entering Grades 11-12 who reside in the nine upcounty high school clusters.

Gaithersburg HS: Offering four select regional college and career programs to eligible MCPS students entering Grade 10-12 who reside in the nine upcounty high school
clusters.

Thomas Edison HS of Technology: oOffering numerous select regional/countywide college and career programs to eligible MCPS students entering Grade 10-12.

Electrical Apprenticeship Program: Students in grade 11 from all MCPS HS clusters may apply to attend in grade 12. Students must have a valid driver's license,
a social security or I-9 number and reliable transportation.

MCPS Apprenticeship Maryland Program: Available to students from all MCPS high school clusters in grades 11 and 12. Students must have a social security or
-9 card as well as reliable transportation.

Magruder HS AJROTC: an eligible rising Gr 10 and 11 students who live/attend in one of the upcounty high school clusters may apply. This is a part-time program.

Kennedy HS NJROTC: ai eligible rising Gr 9-11 students who live/attend in one of the downcounty high school clusters may apply. Students in this program attend full-time.
