*Have them ask questions about what you
have read, identify what else they would
like To know about the topic, and make
connections to things The\/ a\read\/ know
about the topic

Write

*Have your child write about the books The\/

are reading

*Have your child write letters to a penpal. If
ou dont have someone to send letters o

have them write letters fo Yyou, and write

them back

*Show your child a picture and have them

write a sTor\/ about it

Practice your math facts
*Pla games where you children has to add
or subfract with objects around the house

Review place value

*Practice grouping 10 ones info one group of
10, you can use straws, sticks, or anything
around the house that you can bundle
together.

*Have your child identify the place value of
a 2 or S digit number (ex. 47, the 4 is in the
tens place and the 7 is in the ones place OR,
i have 4 tens and 7 ones).

Review shapes

*Have your child identify 2- and

3-dimensional shapes in the real world; in
