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Kemp Mill ES has been se-
lected as one of 151 elementary,
middle and high schools through-
out the nation to receive an HP.
Technology for Teaching grant,
which is designed to transform
and improve leaming through the
innovative use of technology.

The grant, valued at more than
$35.000, includes wircless equip-
ment. teacher training, cash and
help desk support to improve
student achievement.

A team of five teachers at
Kemp Mill will use the HP wire-
less technology and other re-
sources to enhance learning in
the classroom.

The award will include five HP

jeetors. an Officcjet all-in-one. a
digital camera, K-12 help desk
support for one year, a $500 sti-
