Author’s Last Name, First Name, and Author’s First Name Last Name. Title. Place of publication: Publisher, copyright date.
Example-Two Authors:

Chandra, Deborah, and Madeleine Comora. George Washington’s Teeth. New York: Farrar Straus Giroux, 2003.
Online Encyclopedia

With an Author or Contributor:
Author’s Last Name, First Name. “Article Title.” Title of Encyclopedia. Access date. Online Database.

Example:

Best, Alan E.G. “Zimbabwe.” Grolier Multimedia Encyclopedia. 03/10/05. Online Database.

Without an Author or Contributor:

“Article Title.”  Title of Encyclopedia. Access date. Online Database.

With an Author or Contributor:
Author’s Last Name, Author’s First Name. Title of the web page. <URL> Access date.

Example:

Without an Author or Contributor:

Title of the web page. <URL> Access date.

Example:
