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Each participant underlines or highlights 3-5 statements that intrigue, interest, or confuse them.
1. It is important to monitor the time carefully.  Identify a timekeeper for the group.  

2. Identify Person #1 in each group.

3. Person #1 will begin by reading one of their underlined statements from the article.  That person will make no comment at this time.

4. In clockwise order, each other person will share briefly in one or two sentences, his/her reflections on the statement just read.

5. After all the others have commented, Person #1 gets ‘the last word’ and shares why he/she chose the passage (What did he/she find interesting, intriguing, or confusing).  

6. Person #2 reads his/her self-selected statement.  Again, others comment briefly and ‘the last word’ on the passage is saved for the reader, Person #2.

7. The rounds continue until everyone has shared a passage.  

8. Commentary on each selected statement should last no more than 1 to 2 minutes. 
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
