Reading/Language Arts
· Read for 30 minutes each night.
· Read a chapter.
· Read to your child. (A lot of children enjoy being read to.)
· Take turns reading a page or a chapter at a time with your child.
· Tell you about important information about the chapters or book.
· Who are the characters in the book?
· What the author is writing about in the book? ( Theme)
· Where the book takes place? ( setting)
· What type of book they are reading? (Fiction, Nonfiction, Autobiography or Biography)
· Make predictions.

Math
· Tell time on a digital clock and a regular clock.
