Wolfram Alpha: Students can enter mathematical expressions or equations into the search bar and the website
will provide the answer as well as several ways to represent the input and its solution. Students can also type in
mathematical vocabulary words but much of the explanation about the term will be beyond a third grader’s ability
to understand.

Be sure to refer to the interactive online math tools referenced on the instruction center.

Matific : This website offers teachers access to a platform that has an inventory of learning tasks titled “episodes”
that can be assigned to individuals or the entire class. Teachers will have to sign-up for a free account and add
their students. Teachers are able to maintain student anonymity by entering only as much text as needed for the
student “names.” The site also allows teachers to assign students episodes from different grade levels meaning
that students practice could be differentiated. Episodes are meant to reinforce material presented by the teacher
not replace it.
