Academic Requirements: 

-Have attended the school in which the chapter resides for the equivalent of one semester prior 
to being considered (If a special or unique circumstances merit, the -high school administration 
may waive the semester requirement, providing a letter of explanation to the Honor Society 
Council). 

-Have completed four semesters of courses in the field of social studies and be prepared to 
complete at least six semesters. The minimum grade point average for these courses is a 3.00 
GPA. 

-Have an overall cumulative (weighted) GPA of at least 3.00. 

Member Responsibilities: 

-Must be willing and available to offer support/tutor in any Social Studies subject upon request 

-Must participate in Rho Kappa school event/activities, including CHS National History Day 
Week 

-Must have an active EMAIL account for contact.  

-Must pay dues membership of $10.00 through School Cash Online.​
