Dress Code

should be worn parallel to the floor (flat on
head). Bobby pins may be used to secure
caps. During the processional and through
the awarding of diplomas, the tassel is worn
on the left side. All students will move the
tassels from left to right for the tassel
ceremony.

Attire required for students:
White-collared shirt with tie; black, navy, or
brown (dark colored) pants; and dress shoes
with dark socks.

Dress, skirt, or dress pants; light colored
blouse; and black or dark colored dress
shoes. No mules, flip flops, or heels more
than three inches are allowed. No clothing,
jewelry, or accessories should be visible
outside of academic gown.
