2. When you meet in your group:

a. Select a group member to go first

b. The selected member reads one of the statements s/he underlined or highlighted (and says nothing else)
c. Each group member comments on the statement

d. When everyone is done commenting, the member who shared the statement makes comments (has the last word); and

e. A second group member reads his/her statement and the process is repeated until all group members have had the last word.
