Students don’t have to take on-level or honors chemistry or physics in order to take AP or IB
chemistry or physics. 9" and 10" graders next year will have the choice of honors or magnet
English (there will no longer be on-level English classes offered at any grade level).

Video camera surveillance is being
reviewed.
