 How do the authors create their arguments? Do they use statistics? Anecdotes? Research?  
 

 What do they have in common?  
 

 Are they biased? Explain.

Author

people to whom you would recommend the book?  
 
Example: I would recommend Harry Potter and the Order of the Phoenix to anyone who loves fantasy or sci-fi 
literature.  
 
OR  
 
I would not recommend the Gossip Girl series to ANYONE because it is a puerile piece of writing filled with 
stereotypical, banal characters living a superficial existence.
