INTRO TO ABNORMAL PSYCHOLOGY

PY 221

Course Description: Provides an introduction to and understanding of behavior disorders and insight into the personality of the disturbed person. Symptoms, contributing factors, treatment, diagnosis, and classification of the mentally ill and the mental defective, as well as the maladjusted person, will be studied. Roles of various members of the mental health team in the prevention, analysis, and rehabilitation of disturbed individuals will be discussed.

PREREQUISITE: A grade of C or better in PY 102, or 4 or 5 on the AP Psychology exam.

PY 221 satisfies three credit hours of the MC behavioral and social sciences distribution requirement and is equivalent to PSYC 353 at UMCP.

AC 201

ADMINISTRATION OF JUSTICE 

C J110

Course Description: An analysis of crime and the administration of justice in a diverse, democratic society operating within a global environment. Emphasis is on the theoretical and historical development of law enforcement, courts, and corrections and the agents and agencies responsible for administering justice.

CJ 110 satisfies three credit hours of the MC Behavioral and Social Sciences Distribution requirement and fulfills the multicultural requirement.  It transfers to UMCP in the Social/Behavioral science area and is equivalent to CCJS 100.

GE 101

AN 105

Emphasis is placed on the genetic and adaptive evidence for human variation, the fossil evidence for human evolution, primatology, domestication, state societies, and archaeological methods and techniques.

AN105 satisfies three credit hours of MC’s Behavioral and Social Sciences Distribution requirement and fulfills the multicultural requirement.  It is equivalent to a lower elective and transfers to the Life Science Non lab area at UMCP.

INTERNATIONAL RELATIONS

PS 203

Course Description: Critical analysis of international problems. A survey of the concepts and problems of sovereignty and nationalism as well as the successes and failures of international institutions and organizations. Special attention given to the role of the United Nations in today's world and to contemporary situations that affect world politics.

PS 203 satisfies three credit hours of the MC Behavioral and Social Sciences Distribution requirement.  It is equivalent to GVPT 200 at UMCP where it is the lower level version of an upper level course.

TR 104

Course Description: A survey course to introduce and discuss various audiovisual communication forms and review examples of media presentations from television, radio, motion pictures, and photography.

MORALITY & CONTEMPORARY LAW

PL 180

An attempt will be made to view these contemporary problems in a historical perspective. The student is encouraged and expected to know facts, think logically, and develop an independent sense of critical judgment. 

PL180 fulfills three credit hours of MC’s Humanities Distribution requirement. At UMCP this course is equivalent to a lower level elective in the Humanities area.

INTRO TO POLITICAL SCIENCE

PS 105

PS105 satisfies three credit hours of the Behavioral and Social Science Distribution requirement at MC. This course transfers to UMCP as a lower level elective in the Behavioral and Social Science area.

SOCIAL PROBLEMS & ISSUES

SO 105

Course Description: An analysis of social problems such as social inequality, urbanization, crime, demographic change, terrorism and environmental issues. Sociological theory and research are used to examine the impact of globalization, culture, institutions, ideology, social policy, and social movements on various societal issues.

SO 105 satisfies three credit hours of the MC Behavioral and Social Sciences Distribution requirement. It is equivalent to SOCY 105 at UMCP.

SOCIAL PSYCHOLOGY

PY 211

Course Description: An introduction to the field of social psychology emphasizing the experimental and the experiential approach. Various theoretical orientations and relevant research are considered covering such topics as group structures and group processes, formation, measurement and changing of attitudes (including prejudice), communication and persuasion, leadership, interpersonal relations, and social influence.

PREREQUISITE: A grade of C or better in PY 102, or 4 or 5 on the AP Psychology exam.
PY 211 satisfies three credit hours of the MC behavioral and social sciences distribution requirement and is equivalent to PSYC 221 at UMCP.

INTRO TO SOCIOCULTURAL ANTHROPOLOGY

AN 101

Course Description: An exploration of fundamental anthropological concepts, methods, and theories used to interpret traditional and modern cultures. Emphasis is placed on the components of cultural systems and the investigation of the impact of globalization on changing cultures worldwide.

AN101 satisfies three credit hours of the MC Behavioral and Social Sciences Distribution requirement and fulfills the multicultural requirement. 

 It is equivalent to ANTH 260 and transfers to the social/behavioral science area at UMCP.

INTRO TO SOCIOLOGY

SO 101

Course Description: An exploration of fundamental sociological concepts, methods, and theories used to interpret the patterns of human society. Emphasis is placed on the connection between theory and practice in examining social interaction, cultural diversity, social structure, and global issues.

SO101 satisfies three credit hours of MC behavioral and social sciences distribution credit and the multicultural requirement.  At UMCP it is equivalent to SOCY 100 (Intro to Sociology) in Gen Ed. Social Science/ Behavioral Science Area.

UNIX/LINUX OPERATING SYSTEM

CS 216

Course Description:  Presents an overview of the components, structure, and features of the UNIX operating system. Students experience hands-on operation of the interrelating UNIX operating system components. Projects of moderate difficulty reinforce concepts.

PREREQUISITE: Completion of Computer Programming 1, A/B with a grade of B or better, or CS 140 with a grade of C or better.

This course transfers to UMCP as a lower level elective.

WEATHER & CLIMATE

ME 100

Course Description: Covers local and global weather phenomena. Topics include identification and explanation of cloud and optical phenomena (rainbows, mirages); sun-earth interaction (energy balance, seasonal changes, global climate); and catastrophic occurrences (tornadoes, hurricanes, floods). Using real-time maps and data available via the Internet, students forecast local weather.  The course offers an optional field trip.

ME 100 satisfies MC’s Natural Science Distribution without Lab requirement and is equivalent to METO 200 at UMCP.

INTRO TO WOMEN’S STUDIES

WS 101

Course Description: Interdisciplinary approach to the field of women's studies. Examines the status, roles, contributions, personal and public experiences of women in society, using sources from literature, psychology, history, sociology, biology, political science, philosophy, anthropology, and the arts.

Ws101 fulfills three credit hours of the MC Humanities Distribution and satisfies the multicultural requirement.  This course is equivalent to WMST 200 at UMCP.

INTRODUCTION TO WORLD MYTHOLOGY

EN 122

Course Description: An introduction to world mythology across a range of periods and cultures. This is an interdisciplinary reading course of special relevance to students of psychology, anthropology, art, history, literature, and religion. Students read, analyze, and respond critically to texts in class discussions, examinations, and essays.

EN 122 fulfills three credits of the MC Humanities distribution requirement and satisfies the multicultural requirement.  It is equivalent to CLAS 170 (Greek and Roman Myth.) at UMCP in the Humanities and Literature area.
