** Wootton does not provide transportation to Gaithersburg High School or Montgomery College. All students interested in taking classes at MC or a College Institute course at GHS must provide their own transportation. 
MCPS bus transportation is provided between WHS and the Universities at Shady Grove (USG) for all Wootton College Institute classes.  Students are strongly encouraged to utilize this free service and students who drive themselves may be required to take the bus if they are late to their CI class more than three times in one semester. 

· The bus picks students up in front of Wootton HS towards the end of 1st period and drops students off on the side of USG’s Building III where CI classes are held.  Students arrive 5 to 10 minutes prior to the start of their College Institute class.  Participants are picked up from USG shortly after class ends and dropped off in front of Wootton with about 5 minutes before the next HS class period begins.

· You may leave period 1 as soon as announcements begin, which is at about 8:10.
The Universities at Shady Grove campus generously houses our program with the understanding that they do not provide parking for Wootton College Institute participants.  There are parallel parking spaces on Traville Gateway Drive, which runs alongside the USG campus. However, we do not promote or encourage students to drive and park at this location.

All participants are required to have a photo taken for a Montgomery College ID card at the beginning of the semester.  Students can display this card (with a current semester sticker) to use the Ride On bus services for FREE!!
Participation in the College Institute will be taken into account, but will not guarantee, that a student receives a parking permit for WHS.  If taking a CI class at Gaithersburg HS, you will be given priority for a Wootton parking permit.  PLEASE NOTE: Maintenance of your parking permit is reliant upon attendance at your CI class, and coursework standards.
· It is each student’s responsibility to apply for a parking permit by the assigned deadline with the appropriate WHS administrator or staff member.  Ms. Evans and Dr. Bass do not handle parking requests, applications, and disbursement of parking permits.   
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
