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[image: ]English 7 Independent Reading Book Assignment

Reading independently increases vocabulary and comprehension skills and helps all students to attain academic success. In English class this year, you will be responsible for outside reading; reading books other than the ones assigned in class.  These books will be referred to as “independent reading books.”  You will choose which books you would like to read but sometimes you will be asked to select one from a specific genre.  The genres include historical fiction, fantasy, non-fiction, and mystery or suspense.   
You will be required to read two independent reading books each quarter; the first of each quarter will be free choice and the second will be one of the four genres stated above.  By the end of the year, you should have read one book from each of the four genres.
 After you finish reading each book, you will be assessed on that book to be sure that you did, in fact, read it!  The forms of these assessments will vary and you will be able to choose from a wide variety of final products located on Edline and our Frost website.  All of the reading and assessments will be completed as a homework grade and are not classwork.   Listed below are the dates for the independent book assessments for the year.   Please write them down in your assignment notebooks.
In English classes, 10% of the overall quarter grade is homework. Each independent reading book assessment will be worth 20 points totaling 40 points for each quarter.

There are many ways to gain credit for your independent reading each quarter. As with all assignments, choose carefully, work purposefully, and submit quality products. For each assignment you must choose a different option. For all 15 assessment options, you will use one of the tech tools on the Media Center website or one of the Google Apps (Docs, Slides, Drawing). You will submit a link or URL to your work to the “Independent Reading Reviews and Responses” Google Form, which is posted on my Edline page and the LMC website. If you created your project using Google please make sure that you generate a shareable link that is set to “Comment Only.” 

Please note: 
For ALL of the following, include your name, date, teacher name & class period, book title, and the author. ALL written responses must include 2-3 direct quotes with page numbers from the text.

1) Create a Sstoryboard toryboard of the scenes – you must havewith at least six slides and use color. Each slide must have 2-3 sentence captions.
2) Create a tTimeline that includes 6-8 main events in the novel and historical information about the time. It should also include 3-4 pictures.
3) Create an advertisementBook Trailer Using video, pictures and music persuadeing others to read yourthe book. See Mrs. Yu for help on how to create a book trailer.
4) Book Cover Illustrate and provide the important information for a compelling and original book cover. Write a paragraph explaining your choices.
5) Notes and Qquotes - Ddraw a line down the middle of a sheet of paper. On one side, write down 6-8 important quotes; on the other side analyze and comment on the quotes. 
6) Current Event Connection Find a newspaper or magazine article online that relates to the issues or ideas in the book.  Write a paragraph explanation and include a link to the article.
7) Poetry Summarize the book in poem form and rhyme (minimum 10 lines) or write and perform a Rap Performance in a video a 1-minute rap about the book, or a portion of the book. 
8) Cast the Movie If the book were made into a NEW movie, who should star in the main roles? In at least two paragraphs, explain your choices for Leading Actor/Actress and at least one key Secondary role. 
9)   Fiction or Reality - cChoose a character who seems to have realistic experiences. Write a two paragraph response about something similar that has happened to you being sure to identify the similarities to the book. 
10)  Critic’s . Review - Find a find a critic’s review of your book.  Include a link to the review and then write a two paragraph comparison of your thoughts about the book with the critic’s comments. 
11)  Original Review Write your own two paragraph review of the book. Submitted original reviews will be featured on the Frost Library page! 
 
12) Write an Iinformative Response Write a two paragraph explanation about the theme of the novel. 
13)  TheCharacter The author most likely developed a strong character in the book. Think about this character and the details the author used to create him/her. Write a story to continue where the passage ended. Be sure to use what you have learned about this character as you tell what happens next. 
14) Theme Go to the Frost Library page and write a recommendation for your book. Be sure to proofread your work and tell your English teacher it is there! Music – After reading, divide the book into sections and select a piece of music that you think captures the feel or tone of each section. In a paragraph, explain your choices and why you feel this music fits each section. Make sure to provide links to the music.

16) Glossary Choose 8-10 words that are new and curious to you. Write the sentence or phrase in which it appears. Write the definition that suits its usage in the book, and then create a drawing for each word making an illustrated glossary of terms.
