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MCPS has streamlined the Grade 8 high school application process by providing one common
online application for all programs via Synergy. Grades 9–11 will apply electronically through a
link provided on the website above.
Program eligibility is based on the student’s address and middle school for current Grade 8
students; and for current Grades 9–11 students, it is based on the home address only.
